Instead of Buperintendents sending
out teachers and otler representntives
to collect pupils the Indian parents and
pupile themselves must apply to the
agent or Superintendent of the reserva-
tion and wunder the rules the agent or
Superintendent will arrange to send the
pupils to the non-reservation school.
