Chemawa is located on the main line
of the Southern Pacific railroad five miles
north of the City of Salem, the capitol of
Oregon. It is the only Indianindustrial
school in the northwest corner of the Upit-
ed States where von can get an industrial
education. Many Indian young men, who
were graduated from Chemawa, have
good positions as blacksmiths, mill men,
tailors, engineers, electricians, farmers,
and many other businesses earning a
good living for themselves,

The Oregon Eleetric R. R., which has
gixtesn trains daily between Salems and
Portland, passes through Chemawa,

In point of loeation, elimate, resonrces,
sanitation and environment, Cheniawa is
unexcelled,  Its grounds are covered
with roses, are extensive and dotted with
tall Oregon firg, which are green the en-
tire year.

The school has been ealled “The Rose
School”. 11 hasg 341 acres of as fine ag-
ricultural land as there is in the United
States, Hag over 40 acres of prolifie or-
chard and the fruit of this is very abun-
dant, producing erormoug quantities.

The buildings are all modern and up-
to-date and the Industrial departments
are unexcelled.
