Many Indian young men, who
were graduated from Chemawa, have
good pogitions as blacksmiths, mill men,
tailors, engineers, electricians, farmers,
and many other businesses earning a
good living for themselves,

The Oregon Electric R. R., which has
sixteen trains daily between Salem and
Portland, passes through Chemawa.

In point of location, elimate, resources,
sanitaiion and environment, Chemawa is
unexeelled. Tts grounds are covered
with roses, are extensive and Jotted with
tall Oregon firs, which are green theen-
iire year.
