Washington, Feb 7. The Senate has
passed a bill authorizing the sale of the
Siletz Indian lands, reserved by the
treaty or 1892, approved by Congress, in
1894. The bill proposes the sale of the
lands by puplic auction or sealed bids, as
the Secretary of the Interior may pre-
scribe, the proceeds to be divided
among the Indians. Lands containing
water power sites are reserved by the
provisions of the bill. The Klamath
Chamber of Commerce has asked to
have the allotments of Klamath Indian
lands completed,' so that provision may
be made for the opening and settlement
of the remaining lands.
