"“The only liberty that can endure
in a democracy Is liberty under the

law. T he true test of 100 per cont
Amerlcanlsm s the respect and
obedience  rendered to the laws

which as individuals we do not ap-
prove. It is no credit to observe a
law one agrees with but it is those
we do not," sald Dr. William G.
Hale, dean of the college of law ot
the University of Oregon to the
large audience which packed the
_ngh School auditorium for the
ammencement exercises last Fri-
tuy evening. |
“One hundred per cent Amerl-
canism calls today for a mutual
understanding of American ideals,
for co-operation. It calls for an
appreciation of the problems of our
fellow man; for a spirit of under-
standing, and this Is vest developed
in our American publie schools.
These schools are distinctly Ameri-
~can in spirit, These schools are
democratic to the core. They ure
as democratie as our great Ameri-
can constituticn, the bulwark of our
freedom,
“There are forces at work today

in our land that are not American
and it seriously behooves us te think
seriously of our attitude toward our

country and It institutions.

“The lite of our people today Is
more complex than in the early days
of this nation, and therefore our
educatlonal system must be more
complex to asslst in the solution of
lite's problems for the people. Our
schools must be Kept free that the
poor boy and girl be given the same
opportunity as the rich boy or girl
in the battle of life.

Do you know that there |s maore
money spent in America for clgar-

ettes “and cosmetic than for all the
educational institutions in the land?
And that being true we should think
well before curailing taxation for
our educational system.

“The leaders of America must

play & construoctive part, It {8 the
duty of the church, the school, the

. home to carry on that our institu-

tions be preserved. We must teach
obedience unte the law as the safe
guard our lberty. No matler
whether we agree with a law, such
as the 18th amendment or not, Bo
long as it is on the statute books,
and so long as we, through the
great instruments of democracy, the
initiative, the referendum and the
recall have the power to change the
law, we should give every law our
obadience and our support. That
is the great test of our American-
ism."

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ORECON LEADS AS
COLLEGE ~ STATE

Proportion of Btudents to Popula-.
tion Higher Than Elsewhere
In Union
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Salem, Oregon, May 27.—8ix Ore-
gon colleges and universities are es-
tablished as standard in a report of
Dr, George F. Zook, speciallst in
higher education of the federal bu-
rean of education, who in  March
completed an inspection of Oregon
Institutions and who has filed his re-
port with J. A, Churchill, state sup-
erintendent of schools. The six in-
agtitutions are Universtiy of Oregon,
Oregou Agricultural college, Wil-
lamette nnlversity, HReed college,
Lintleld college and Pucific unlver-
gity.

A striking comment in the report
is that there were 7020 residents of
Oregon attending c¢olleges and uni-
versities last year, which s one stu-

dent to every 112 people in the
state, u proportion of students to
population which is higher than

thut of any other state in the Unlon.
Oregon Is followed by lowa, Utah,
Kansas, Nebruska, Washington, Ne-
vada, Californis, Colorado, Idaho,
Minnesota, and Montana, all west of
the *Mississippl river.

In making his Inspection Dr. Zook
visited all the institutions, eéxam-
ined records, inspected the materlal,
equipmbent {ncluding the buildings,
grounds, laboratories and libraries.
He conferred with college officers
and teachers, visited classes and
made n careful survey of all angles.

Normal Schools Drop Off
“In the number of students al-
tending Normal schools Oregon s
by no means so fortunate, In the
proportion of Normal Students to
population the state ranks forty-
third in the Union. Last year there
were only 6517 Normal school stu-
dents from Oregon, nearly half of
whom went to other states, notably
California and Washington, Only
fifteen students from other states
wore registored at the Oregon State
Normal school., It seems clear that
the state is not doing its duty in
providing sufficient Normal school
facilities and of such grade as to
keep st home & large proportion of
the small number of Oregon stu-
dents who now attend Normal

schools.

sConsidering the faot that in Ore-
gon as much if not more has been
done through the board of higher
eurricula toward the elimination of
undesirable duplication between the
Oregon Agricultural college and the
University of Oregon, It is difficult
to see how |t would be possible Lo
reduce the state expenditures for
higher education without eliminat-
ing or vbry serlously erippling ac-
tivitles that are vital to the pros
perity and welfare of the stete”

gain other than that which anll na-
tions gained, the perpetiuty of our
oivillzation. While we hopod, as all
men hoped, that we fought that
wars shall be no more, we must re-
member that the ending of wars
has been the vision of men in many
generations. It s and has  been
the great dream of mankind, but we
must remember that bofore that
dream can come true there will be
a long night of waiting, Yot we
must have hope;, for wo know that
the splrit of poace Is growing.

“Wa who are hero todny must re-
member that peace hath its trials
no lesa than war, and that it s just
a8 necessary in times of poace to
onrry forward the principles of right
weidnst Injustice ag in times of war.
Wa should endeavor nlways to set-

This boom I8 attached to the
back of an orchard sprayer and
when not In use can be folded up so
that It will be no wider thun the
machine itself.

A Eprayer so equipped I8 capablo
of putting on a uniform spray that
will réepay the grower many timea
for making the attachment.

There ure apray maohines on the
market that nre espocially designed
for alfalfa weevil spraying, but
where a fruit grower nlready has o
power orchard sprayer he usanlly
does not care lo go Lo the expense
of getting another machine Ex-
tenslon ciroular No, 26 tells how his
macliine may be equipped to effi-
clontly spray the weovil ot n small
cont.

The clreular also glves directlons
for making a practical spray streln-
er. This 1s very lmportant for when
there are ten or more nozzles in op-
eration, the loss of time and the an-
noyancs from clogging of the fine
digks Is llkely to bo great unless ex-
tra precautions dre taken (o pre-
vent (t. Clogging Is often due to
iron rust or dirt taken In witic the

water aod causes an uneven glstrl-
bution of polson, This sirainer
