THAT QUEER BUNCH OF KEYS.

Links Petween Peninsula of Florida
and Islands of the Antilles, [
Stranded at the threshold of the
tontinent a “bunch of keys” lles along
the northern and western border of
the Strait of Florida, the gateway be
tween the Atlantle and the Gulf; and
with the exception of Key West tha
tide of maritime trade leaves them to,
one side, shunning thelr coast of per
llous reefs and traditions of ship
wreck, with its warning line of light |
houses, Apout the only persons, ex
copt thelr Inhabltants, who have any
real knowledge of the keys are a few
sportsmen who have crulsed and fished
In the waters of this veritable angler's
paradise.
Geographlcally, the keys are links
batween the Penlinsula of Florida and
the Islands of the Antllles, From ElL
liott's Key at the northeast utmmtt!:
of the chain It Js only ffty miles
across the Gulf atream to Nassau In
the Bahamas. At the other end Key
West 1s only ninety miles from Ha
mna.

Just how many keys there are all
told ne one knows exactly, unless it s
the mapmakers of the coast survey.
There are more than a thousand of
them, however, many of the smaller
keys mere mangrove swamps, sub
merged at high tide, but the Iarger
and higher keys covered with thick
tropleal hummoek, In which grow the
mahogany, the sapodlila, the mango,
fantastic orchids of giant slze, and
nther exotle trees and flowers, as well
a8 lemons, llmes, grapefrult, bananas
and the Ilke better known tropleal
fruits, The typlcal trea of the keys s
the cocon palm.

The people of the keys are aa peocul
Inr as thelr country. Loecally known
a8 “Conchs,” they are the descendants
of English-speaking white sattlers who
eama over from the Bahamas when
Florlda was a Britlsh possession
Thera {s a tradition that the name
Conch is derlved from the standard of
a conch shell on a pole, adopted by the
native Bahaman regiment which
helped the British garrizon to beat off
& Spanish nattack on Nassau in the
seventeenth century, and that the keys
were populated by descendants of these
fAghting Bahamans,

Sponging, fishing and wrecking are
the occupations of the modern Conch;
agriculture is of minor lmportance, nl
though the coral rock of the keys
when decomposed makes soll as fertile
a8 any in the world., Unfortunately
the soll Is somewhat sandy and stub
horn, and planting has to ba dons with
4 crowbar. Still thers are compensa.
tions for stubbornness In a land where
tomato vines grow to a height of nine
feat.
