tive. creative or initiative sort that the Jew can claim as his distinctive contribution 
to the public welfare in America. He has not, by skill of artisan, afforded anything 
to American idealism, or by vision of artist added anything to American construc­

tion. lie  lias given ,th£~American people no impulsion to simpler and nobler life.
The Jew has not increased the sum of American wealth. In the handicrafts,! 

he has not l*een a builder of houses, or bridges, and of highways, but a maker of 
wearing apparel from wool and cotton and silk»—and lie produced and refined none of 
the raw materials. As a distributor, lie has I icon a peddler—-11 small dealer— a profit- 
gatherer between the man who produced and the man who consumed. In finance,! 
he has been the money-lender, the pawn broker, who. from the emergencies and 
tragedies of the poor, derived his gains. '
