Every settler in the Pistol River 
neighborhood endorse the senti­
ments expressed in Con McGeeliin s 
trespass notice, and applaud his de­
termination to protect the rem­
nants of the once large band of elk 
which make their home on his 
premises. There are known to be 
small bands of elk in various parts 
of the county, and if they were left 
alone they would rapidly increase, 
but some hunters cannot resist the 
temptation to shoot an elk when 
opportunity offers, while there are 
a few who spend much time in 
hunting them, when they could be 
better employed. There is a small 
band of elk, mostly cows and calves, 
ranging in the thick woods between 
Elk River and Hubbards creek, but 
they are not left unmolested, and it 
is said t.iat at least one has been 
killed very recently, '.-bile other 
parties are often out looking foi 
them.

J. H. Upton is perfectly correct 
in his “oldest inhabitant remaiks, 
and if the Oregonian is habitually 
as unreliable in its presentations of 
“oldest inhabitant” sketches, its 
efforts in this direction will certain­
ly be of little value. Judge liiley 
is not the oldest inhabitant of Cur­
ry county, either us regards age or 
number of years residence in the 
county. There are probably a doz-, 
en citizens ot Curry that have a t­
tained a greater age than he, and 
there are at least half that number 
who have resided in Curry county a 
longer period than he. Judge R i­
ley came to Curry county to reside 
in 135». Ralph (Jake) Summers 
came in 1851; Ran lichcnot came 
in 1851, a short time after Hum­
mers; A. II. Thrift, and we think, 
Win. S. Winsor, came in 1852; E. 
11. Meservey came in 1853. Judge 
liilev, however, lias held otlice foi 
a greater number of years than any 
man in the county, if not in the 
State, having first been appointed 
Sheriff of Curry county in 1856, and 
having served in some official ca­
pacity almost continuously ever 
since, covering a period of 45 years.
And he has made as line an official 
as could be wished for, as witness
his continued re-election without a 
single defeat. lie  has always had, 
still has his Clitics, but be has al­
ways enjoyed, and in his old age 
continues to retain the confidence 
and esteem of the great majority, 
even his political opponents placing 
every confidence in his honor and 
integrity, and his ability to c .irecl- 
Iv interpret the laws of the state, 
of which few attorneys have a bet­
ter, knowledge. Judge Riley 1« one 
of the respected pioneers, who lias 
rendered the county noble service. 
Always found to be an efficient offi­
cer, a good neighbor, an obliging 
friend, and a substantial citizen. 
And he can rtfer with pride to the 
fact that he has never in Iiis life 
voluntarily tasted intoxicating 
liquor of any kind whatever, and 
the only time was when it was ad 
ministered to him to relieve suffer­
ing. Few of the old pioneers can 
say as much.
