^'he C om m ittee on jl’ost Office» 
and  Eost ’Roads, to  whom was re­
ferred the bill (S. 3280) tor th e  re­
lief of Ç urry  C 'ounty, S ta te  o f Ore­
gon, hav ing  had th e  ram e uurter 
consideration, lleg to au b in it the 
foi lowing report:

Thia is a bill to re im burse the 
coim ty of C u rry , in the ¿ tu te  of 
Oregon, in the stun of $50,000, lor 
m oneys alleged to have Keen ex 
pended by it  on »ecount of the con­
struction  o f a m ilita ry  ami wagon 
road, an d  bridges connected there 
w ith, from a point on th e  lino d i­
v id ing  tlie counties o f Coos and  
C u rry , in t,ne S late of O regon, and 
i u n itin g  d irec tly  sou ibw ard  th rough  
the en tire  coun ty  of C u rry  to  a 
p o in t on the Siiite line d iv id ing ' the 

^states of Oregon and C alifo rn ia , 
such load being an im p o rta n t link  
iu  the eetablislnii’èn t of a in ili 'a ry  
and  post road between the railroad  
a t  Roseburg, in (lie S late ol Oregon, 
uud  th e  coast poits in Oregon and 
coast ports in the county  of Del 
N orte , in  the state of C alifornia.

T he  co u n ty  of C urry , in  the S tate  
o f Oregon, is the ex trem e southw est 
c o u n ty  e f  th a t S tate, ly ing  on the 
Pacific Ocean, and  bu t very Bparse- 
Jÿ in h ab ited , having a voting popu­
lation  of b u t 477, and a to ta l popu­
la tio n  of less than 1,900, w hile the 
taxab lo  property of th e  county 
am o u n ts  to  bu t a fraction  over 
$500,000. Very m uch of the co u n ­
ty  is li tt le  less than a  w ilderness, 
an d  the m eans of com m unication , 
un til th e  construction  o f  the road 
here inafter referred to , were of the 
m ost meager charac te r, aiid i t  was 
a lm ost im possib le to su p p ly  the 
in h ab itan ts  w ith postal facilities or 
to  keep up  a n y  kind of com m uni­
cation betw een th e 'se ttled  portions 
of the S ta te  of Oregon and  the peo­
ple of th a t rem ote co u n ty  and of the 
'county  of Del N orte, in the S tate  
of C alifornia, th a t  com ity being the 
extrem e no rthw est coun ty  of the 

»lute of C alifo rn ia .
To overcom e these difficulties 

the coun ty  o f  C u rry , in the sta te  of 
Oregon, in th e  year 1890 entered 
upon the construct! n' o f a postal 
and m ilitary  rt ad , on the line us 
indicated  in th e  pending  hill and  
a t  the expense of the co u n ty , and 
at a 'cost of oyer $75,000 com pleted  
the same in tlie sam e year, thus 
furnishing a good postal and  m ili­
ta ry  wagon road connecting  the 
various settlem en ts o f sou thern  
Oregon and northern  C alifo rn ia  as 
Indicated ill the pending  hill.

In  carrying on th is  work th e  
coiint'y of C urry  incurred  an in ­
debtedness on accoun t thereof of 
$44 ,000, which indebtedness it is 
im possible lor said coun ty  to m eet 
ow jng to the sparse population and  
the sm all am oun t of taxab le  p roper­
ty , w ithout v ir tu a lly  bankrupting  
th e  County.

A t the  recent session of the legis­
la tiv e  assembly of the S tate  o f Ore­
gon th a t  body passed house jo in t 
m em orial No. 1, of which th e  fol­
low ing  is a copy.
