N e arly  a l l  oar vegetables and 
herbs appear o rig in a lly  to  b are  
passed through some prelim inary  
stage in the laboratory of the med­
ical herbalist before being ad m it­
ted to  the fu ll honors of the k iteh  
en, w rites  a Londoner. The fac t 
is not so strange aa it  m ight a t  
first sight appear, and its  results  
have certa in ly  been to the genera) 
advantage o f m ankind, for, 
though fo r the most p art the old  
h erb alis t’s prescriptions were o f 
a k ind  neither to  k ill  nor cure, bis 
investigations o f the specific 
q ua lities  o f p lants were often  
asefnl. The ancients seem to have 
regarded sage as a herb of first im  
portance to  the physician, a M  the  
m any trad itio n s  concerning i t  re ­
fe r  alm ost e n tire ly  to  th ia aspect 
o f the p lan t. ' ‘W h y  should a mac 
d ie  who haa hia sage in his gar­
den?”  was one o f the maxims of 
the famous school o f  health  a t  
Salerno. The belie f in ita  virtues  
survived through the middle  
agea and waa handed down w ith  
unim paired v ita lity  to  quite mod 
ern  w riters . The w rite rs  o f the six­
teenth  and seventeenth centuries 
w ere fu ll o f its  praises, and there  
was hard ly  an ailm ent of mind or 
body fo r which sage was not pro­
nounced a  cure or an a llev iation . 
Thence sprung the idea th at, as it  
was thus generally wholesome 
and recommended by the faculty, 
the housewife m ight prudently  
ad m it a  dried  w in te r supply to 
h er storeroom . A nd so this «‘sov­
ereign herb” g radually  found its  
w ay in to  the kitchen, o f which it  
has ever since remained an indis­
pensable ad junct. N o t th a t i t  a t  
once lost a l l  i ta  ■ « d ies I a t t r i ­
butes. “ H a  th a t would live fo r  
aye must ea t sage in M ay,” runs 
th e  proverb. B u t the cooks soon 
began to  take  broader views. 
They pronounced sage to  be 
equally  savory and sa lu ta ry  a ll 
the year round, and o f special and 
peculiar value a t the season of 
Michaelm as. »

B ut th is is advancing m atters . 
Even the best of things eatab le  
have had to  overcome prejudice  
and slowly make th e ir w ay; and 
in  the case o f more concomitants  
some help from  the encouraging  
hand of fashion has generally  
been necessary. The ra th er nan 
sens brew known as sage tea was 
so common a domestic medicine to 
onr -forefathers th a t they could 
not a t  once accept the herb in the  
character o f a aavory adjunct. 
B ut we live and learn, and the  
m erits of sage as a modifier o f cer­
ta in  rich viands began to  be ac­
knowledged. I t  seemed to have a 
certa in  sort o f n atu ra l affin ity  
w ith  roast pork, goose and duck, 
and presently became the con­
stan t a ttend an t o f these dishes. 
E a r ly  in the eighteenth century  
an acknowledged au th ority  laid  it 
down th a t “ as to jt’eese and docks, 
cooka «hould stuff them w ith  sago 
shred fine, and a l it t le  pepper and 
s a lt ; and the tam e w ith  a suckling
