Savory and Salutary All the Year
Round and Liked by All, Bays
& Londoner. )

Nearly all our vegetables and
herbs appear originally to have
passed through some preliminary
stage in the laboratory of the med-
ical herbalist before being admit-
ted to the full honors of the kiteh:
en, writes a Londoner. The fact
is not so strange as it might at
first sight appear, and its results
have certainly been to the general |
advautage of mankind, for,
though for the most part the old
herbalist’s prescriptions were of
a kind neither to kill nor cure, his
investigations of the specific
qualities of plants were often
“useful. The ancients seem to have
regarded sage as a herb of first im-
portance to tlie physician, and the
many traditions concerning it re-
fer almost entirely to this aspect
of the plant. “Why should a map
die who has his sage in his gar.
den?” was one of the maxims of
the famous school of health at
Salerno. The belief-in its virtues
survived through the middla
ages and was handed down with
unimpaired vitality to quite mod-
ernwriters. The writers of the six-
teenth and seventeenth centuries
were full of its praises, and there
was hardly an ailment of mind or
body for which sage was not pro-
nounced a cure or an alleviation.
Thence sprung the idea that, as it
was thus generally wholesome
and recommended by the faculty,
the housewife might prudently
admit a dried winter supply to
her storeroom. And so this “sov-
ereign herb” gradually found its
way into the kitehen, of which it
bas ever since remained an indis-
pensable adjunct. Not that it at
once lost all its medical attri-
butes. “He that would live for
aye must eat sage in May,” runs
the proverb. But the cooks soon
began to take broader views.
They pronounced sage to be
equally savory and salutary all
the year round, and of special and
peculiar value at the season of
Michaelmas. i

But this is advancing matters.
Even the best of things eatable
have had to overcome prejudice
and slowly make their way; and
in the case of more concomitants
some help from the encouraging
hand of fashion has generally
been necessary. The rather nan-
seus brew known as sage tea was
so common a domestic medicine to
our forefathers that they could
not at once accept the herb in the
character of a savory adjunet.
But we live and learn, and the
merits of sage as a modifier of cer-
tain rich viands began to be ae-
knowledged. It seemed to have a
certain sort of natural affinity

and presently becameé the econ.
stant attendant of these dishes.
Early in the cighteenth century
an acknowledged aunthority laid it
down that “as to geese and docks,
cooks should stuff them with sage
shred fine, and a little pepper and
salt; and the same with a suckling

LABRADOR A BARREN WASTE

Impossible to Cultivate, But Ite Wa-
ters Teem witl [nnumerable Fish
~Country Unpopuleted.

The coast of Labrador is the
edge of a vast solitude of rocky
hills, split and blasted by the
frosts and beatea by the waves of
the Atlantic for unkrown ages,
says the Boston Transeript. A
grand headland, yellow, brewn
and black in its nokedngss, is ever
in sight, one to the north of yon
and one to the south. Here and
there upon theyp are strips and
patches - of pale greéen maobses,
lean gragses and dwarfshrubbery.
There are no forests except in
Hamilton inlet, Cceasonally
miles of preeipices front the sey|
in which faney fnay roughly shope
all the structires of baman ari
More frequent than headlands
and perpendicular sea fronts are
the sea slopes, often bald and
tame, and then the perfection of
all that is pieturesquegnd rough.
In the interior the blue hills and
stony vales that wind up from
among them from the gea have a
summerlike and pleasant air.

One finds himself  peopling
these regions and dotting their
hills, valleys and wild shores with
human inhabitants, but a secoml
thought, and a mournful one it is,
tells that no men toil in the fields
away there, no women keep the
home off there, no children play by
the brooks or shout around the
country schoflhouse, no bees
come home to the hive, no smoke
curls from the farmlicuse ehim-
ney, no erchard bhilooms, no bleat-
ing gheep flock the mountain eide
with whiteness and no heifer
lows in the twilight, -

There i8 nobody there, there
never were but & miserable and
scattered few, and there  never
will be, It is a great and terrible
wilderness thousands of miles in
extent and lonesome to the wild
animals and birds, Léft to the
still visitation of the light (rom
the sun, moon and stars and the
auroral fires, it is only fit to look
npon and then bhe given over to its
primeval solitariness, -

But for the living things of its
waters,'the cod, salmon and seal,
which bring thonsands of fAsher
men to its waters and traders to
its bleak shores, Labrador would
be as desolate as Greenlend., The
time is now coming when, with
good steamship accommuodations,
the invalid and tourst from the
states will be found spending the
brief but lovely summer here, not-
withstanding its P¥Sscduess and
desolation.
