" that by which Joseph H. Lewis
of Hoboken, N. J,, left the larger
share of his money to the United
Btates to be used townrd the pay-
ment of the national debt. e
was 87 years old and lived alone
with an old hons ke« per. He was
born of English parents on the
Island of Jamaica, but came to
this country when only a small
boy. He enlisted in the war of
1812 and forever after was the
stanchest of patriots, By trade he
was an engraver and had n little
shop near Trinity church, where
many of the fashionahble wedding
eards were engraved, as were {he
door plates of the rich. In that
day the door plate was a most
important adjunct to the front of
& hounse, and Lewis did a thriving
trade in engraving them,
