Special Occupancy Grants Accorded 
by Government on Western 

Tracts.

The bureau of forestry has promul- 
vatefl rules governing special occupan­
cy privileges on forestry reserves. 
Under them hotels, stores, mills, sum­
mer residences and similar establish- 
meats wlU be allowed upon reservo 
land wherever the demand is legitimate 
and consistent with the beet Interests 
of the reserve.

The use of tracts not to exceed two 
acres for schools and one acre for ' 
churches lk speciflctaUy provided for 
by law. subject to regulation by the de­
partment and any other disposition of 
the land by the government. Timber 
for the construction of church and 
school buildings may be secured under 
the free use and sales regulations.

Applications for epeciul occupancy 
prtvllage must be made to tlje super­
visor. who will transmit It, with re­
port and recommendation to the for­
ester.

In  the matter of wagon roads and 
traHn the supervision of ranger Is given 
authority to act. The secretary of ag- 
rlcullure. however, has Jurisdiction 
touching permits for canals, ditches, 
flumes, pipe lines tunnels, dams, tanks 
and reservoirs, not for mining ox mu­
nicipal purposes, nor granting an 
meat. -
