The fourth nt Port Orford was a 
very enjoyable one, attended by a 
number of visitors from «broad, 
from Rogue river to Bandon. A 
stranger asked, “How comes it 
that there are oo m any handsome 
young ladies in so small a crowd?"

I l  was the 
first time Mrs. Thresher’s pore so 
prano voice wfis heard by many, 
and though she was accompanied 
by three good singer* in alto, bass 
and tenor ever body expressed de 
light at bar singing and fe ll' grate­
ful for her aseistanee.

White 8r. was then introduced, 
and read the Declaration of Inde­
pendence in bis usual eloquent and 
inimitable style.
