Stood for American In ­

dependence.

They were all aware of the danger 
that might result from their action, 
but w yu  proud to meet It. They de­
serve the great honor from each suc- 
ci-edlng generation, and the Fourth of 
July is a good time to express It. says 
the Wasiu igton Star.

They woro all young men—compsra- 
tlvuly—their ages, averaging 43 years 
and 7 months. Edward Rutledse, of 
South Carolina, was the youngest, 27 
years, while Benjamin Franklin was 
the oldest. 7(1 years. Tbe occupa’ Ious 
they represented were: Doctors, i ;  
lawyers. 30; farmers, 1; merchants 
and mechanics, 2 y surveyor. 1; shoe­
maker, 1, and printer (Franklin), 1.

Some one suggested to Charles Car- 
roll that as there were a great many 
men of that name. If the cause should 
fail, England would not know what 
ono to arrest. “Yes, they will,” and 
immediately wrote “Of Carrollton" af­
ter his name.

Aa the paper was being signed John 
Hancock said: “We must all hang
together."

"Ay," answered Ben Franklin, “we 
must all hang together, else we shall 
all bang separately ”

It  Is a remarkable rblneidence that 
Jefferson, the author of tbe Declara­
tion ot Independence, and John Ad­
ams. Its great supporter, both after­
wards presidents ul the United States, 
died on the same day, and that In­
dependence dty, 1826.
