| Treasure hunting coptinues to
| occupy the attentiop of many peo-

! A hoard of buried wealth nat as
well known as eertain others is
| that suppased fo baye been se
| ereted by Lobengula, king of the
Matabele in Souki Africa, before
he met his death at the hands-of
the British. This treasure is'said
to consist of gold, jvory and pre-
| eious stones. It was brought into1
| the limelight of publie notice not

long ago by the arrest of a Duteh.
man named John Jacobs. He ar
rived at Bulawayo, told some-
itl:iu;: of his plans, was put into
| what they call the “goal” and has
since been deported.

Lobengula succeeded his father
| as king of the Matabele in 1870
| and boldly oppesed European civ-
| ilization. e made Hylawayo his
| capital. After the discovery of
| gold in his territory in 1872, Por.
[ tngal, the Transvaal and Great

Britain strove to win the supreme
| control over Lobeugula’s king:
| dom. In 1888 he signed a treaty
| with Great Britain, admitting her
suzerainty, ln 1893, pravoked by
| the insolence of the British Houth
| Africa company, he attacked the
| English. He was terribly beaten.
| His capital was taken and ia his
| light he himself was killed.

John Jacobs, the treasure seek-

er, was a schoel-teacher. He
| claims to have been private secre-
| tary to King Lobengula and that
| in this way he learned where the
treasure was hid. The Bulawayo
authorities, however, discovered
that he had a bad record. Hence
his deportation. Jacobs is an €l-
derly man, bearing evidence of
long exposure to wind and"
weather. The treasure is still to
be found.
