There is not u doubt bu t  what the 
country  paper is of more general bene­
fit to its im m ediate  com m unity  than 
any o ther  factor in its home town. It 
is continually  working for the lietter- 
m eu t  of its home town and co m m u n ­
ity, com m ends v ir tue  and condemn« 
vice, is the  medium through which 
tin* influence of men who work fur the 
welfare of the  public reach th e  people.
I t  tells the story of births, weddings; 
of sickness ami dea th . Oftentimes it 
is made to give praise to the departed 
th rough  obituary  m ention, th a t  is not 
merited; for it is expected th a t  it. shall 
tqtenk only of one’s good qualities, and 
to say noth ing  of his evil ones.

Nor does the  country  newspaper re­
ceive the patronage th a t  it deserves.
Men refuse it patronage because they 
do not like the  editor; or the  way lie 
doe«; or because lie will not let them 
have the  paper a t half price; or If by 
tom e hook or crook lus visit to a 
neighboring tow n is no t noted, th e  fat 
is in the tire then sure enough.
