Cream 
a hulf-ctip of butter with one cup of 
brown augur, add two well-t>caten eggt 
and two-thlrda of a cup of milk and 
vanilla flavoring. Into this mlxturt 
best the tmllcd portion of the battei 
and add two cupful* of flour sifted 
with a large teaspoonful o f linking pow­
der. Hake In layers atsl put together 
when cool, with iMilled Icing, covering 
•he top of the cake with the auute.

Potato Fritters.
One-half pound of cooked potatoes, 

one ounce of butter, jiepiier and salt, 
oneyolk and two whites of egg. Hub po- 
tntocn through a wire sieve. Melt but­
ter In a saucepan, and potato, yolk ot 
egg, js-|»iH-r aisl suit, and mix well. 
Beat the whites to a stiff froth and 
mix them lightly Into the potato mix­
ture. Drop the mixture In plts-e* about 
the size of a walnut into boiling fat 
nnd fry until nicely browned.

What They W ill Make.
Left-over meat»—salad* and scal­

lops.
Stale bread—bread crumb* for roll­

ing.
Cheese- rarebit*, cracker*, macaroni.
Ornvie*, Ixua-s, etc.—a atock l>ot for 

aoup*.
Stewed tomatoes— seal lop* and aoup 

flavoring*.
Ma*bed potatoe*— hreakfnat ball*, 

luncheon puffs or souffle*, puree«, rni*f 
for meat pie.

Crsiak fake .
Cream a lump of butter the alze of 

an egg with a cup of brown sugar and 
a tena|>ooiiful of clnnnmon and one cup 
of flour. Before going further, take 
from tbla mixture a large 8{>oonful 
for frosting for the cake. Add to what 
remain* a tea*|MMinful of cloven, a cup 
of »our milk, a tca*i>oonful of aodn dln- 
aolved In a table«isx>iiful of hot water, 
a cup of Beetled raisin*, and. If nettled, 
more flour. Tut Into a pan. aprlukle 
the top with the reserved frosting and 
hake.

M ock V en ison .
Soak a leg of lamb In buttermilk or 

vinegar—preferably the former—and 
leave for two daya. Wipe very dry and 
cut In the meat Incisions about an Inch 
In length, anti put In each hole a half 
onion, add a little |»eppor and salt. Put 
the meat In the pan. pour a half-cup of 
boiling water over It. and roast until 
brown, then pour about the roast a 
half-pint of cream, anil simmer for 
about ten minute* tiefore serving.

Put two pound* of calf's liver In a 
pan and sprinkle with ¡icpper and salt. 
Cut up two enrrot* and three medium- 
sized tomntoes and put with the liver, 
add a little *plce, then make a dress­
ing of stale bread crumbs seasoned 
with sage, put this In the pan with the 
liver, add a pint of water, cover the 
pan closely nnd bnke for one nnd one- 
half hours without taking off the lid.

Pour over them a 
lyrup made by boiling together two 
cups of wnter nnd one cup o f brown 
xugnr. Dot the potatoes with tjjt* of 
"»utter anil hake In n numerate oven.

C o r n  M e a l  M u f f l n « .

One cup of flour, one cup of corn 
meal, two tnblcspoonfuls of sugar, 
water enough to mnke n thick hatter 
(or sour milk Is better) ; mix at night; 
In the morning add two tnhlespoonfuls 
of melted butter and one tenspoonful 
of aodn. Itake In cake rounds.

S h o r t  S u i t * r a t i o n s .
Never stir a cake after final beating.
