Thonms P. Moffatt, the American Con­
sul at La Guaira, is still in that city 
without «leans of communication be­
cause of the plague, and it is feared 
without necessities of life.

It is thought that the United States 
may send a gunboat there for the pur­
pose o f transferring the consul, because 
at present there are no American in­
terests requiring his presence.

President Castro’s decree shutting off 
La Guairn may be prolonged indefinitely 
or until a full week passes without new 
eases of plague appearing. There is 
great distress among the unemployed, of 
which the number is large. Merchants 
in La Guaira are doing little business, 
and are no longer able to support the 
poor. An appeal has been made to the 
chamber of commerce in Caracas for 
help. A second relief train was sent to 
the isloated city yesterday with pre­
visions. The death list is growing, and 
the whole town seems to be infected.

QUIET IN THEJISLANDS.

Basilan Moros Lay Down 'Arms With­
out Serious Trouble.

Manila. May 12__The disarming of
the Basilan Moros is progressing with­
out serious trouble. The I.anao dis­
tricts are quiet. The trouble against 
which the troop« were recently operat­
ing was sporadic and neither general 
nor serious.

Major-General Weston, who has re­
turned to Manila from an inspection of 
the entire district, reports that con­
ditions are quieter than usual. He pro 
nounces the recent operations to have 
been police rather than military.

The government is being urged to 
secure a loan for the purpose of install­
ing an extended system of irrigation 
The islands must purchase 10,000.000 
pesos of foreign rice this year, milking 
a total purchase, during the past ten 
years, of 100,000.000 pesos worth. It 
is believed that irrigation will restorj 
the crops.

FLEET VISITORS VICTIMS.

Petty Swindlers Sell Bogus* Tickets 
for Trips to Warships.

San Francisco, May 12.— The thou­
sands who wished to visit the warship:, 
today furnished a rich harvest field for 
a number of petty swindlers. Bogus 
tickets were sold without interference 
from the police by verniers who repre 
sente«! no launch company whatever. 
None but invited guests were taken on 
the flagship, although thousands bought 
tickets which they thought would en­
able them to board the Connecticut, and 
many of the excursion steamers did not 
land passengers on any warship, but 
merely cruis«»d among them.

Because his indignant passengers de­
manded the return of their money when 
he failed to land them on the battle­
ship Vermont today, Captain Henry 
Frisch, of tho excursion steamer St 
Helen, drew a revolver and threaten*? 1 
to shoot John Babcock, the spokesman 
of the protesting excursionists. Police 
Officer Charles Wedeking was on the 
dock when tho trouble began, nn«l«h. 
lost no time in disarming the steamboat 
captain.

UNITE FOR DEFENSE

Shippers Preparing for Titanic Battle 
With Railroads.

Chicago, May 9. Commercial nnd 
manufacturing interests of cities from 
the Mississippi River to Maine, aggre 
gating over $1,000,000,000 in capital, 
are preparing for a titanic struggle 
with the Eastern railroads. Tho ques­
tion of a general a«lvance in freight 
rates is the issue. The gauntlet was 
thrown down by the railroads in the 
shape of a definite announcement that 
on July 1 and August 1 a general ad­
vance of freight rates approximating 
10 per rent will be made east of the 
Mississippi River. The great shipper« 
and manufacturers have lost no time 
in accepting the gauge of coinhat.

The first movement in arraying the 
commercial and manufacturing inter 
ests of the affected territory in a solid 
phalanx against the Eastern railroad 
systems was ma«le yesterday by the 11 
lin««is Manufacturers ’ Association. It 
quickly was followe«! by the Chicago 
Association of America. The former is­
sue«! a call for a great conference to be 
held in Chicago next Friday of all the 
commercial ami industrial organizations 
of the eastern section of the country. 
The meeting will map out a general 
line of battle.

Angers Stanford Faculty.
Htanforil University, Cal., May 9.— 

On account of “ joshes”  on Professor 
Clark snd President Jordon contained 
in the 1909 “ Quad,”  the Stanford book 
store today refused to sell the book, 
after making an agreement to do so 
with the manager of the book, D. W. 
Burbank. I'be manager of the book 
store refuse«! to give any reason for his 
change of mind, but as the corporation 
is controlled by faculty members, it is 
understood that some of the stockhold­
ers prevented the sal«« as a means of 
retaliation for the joshes on the faculty.

Will Make Lobbyists Register.
Guthrie, Okla., May 9.— Both branches 

of the Oklahoma legislature today 
agreed to the anti-lobbying bill, which 
provides that criminal action may be 
ha«l on any lobbyist who do«»« not first 
file his name and a statement of his 
business with the legislature. The bill 
is similar to a measure proposed by 
Governor Folk, of Missouri. Governor 
Haskell has said he will sign the bill.

Tacoma, Wash., May II. The local

memorable iu the history of the fleet’s 
cruise thus far. Preparations ure being 
miele for the entertainment of thou­
sands of people all over the Northwest, 
who have made known their intention 
of attending the Tucoma celebration. 
This will conclude May 30 with a me 
imirial day parade, having in line thou­
sands of marines and sailors from Un­
ships, members of the Grand Army of 
the Republic from every post in thr 
state, with the uniform lank of the fra 
ternal bodies.

There will be no lack of entertain 
ment for visitors, who will have a fine 
opportunity to view tho fleet from the 
high bluffs on which the city is built. 
Massed bands of the fleet, with numer- 
our musical organizations of Tacoma 
nnd the surrounding country, will (day 
military airs. These, with the New 
York Symphony Orchestra, led by I>am- 
rosch, in a four «lay engagement, will 
give Tacoma the greatest assemblage 
of musicians ever got together in any 
city in Washington. In addition, there 
will Im? athletic contests, boat races 
between the crews of the various battle 
ships, a grand illumination parade of 
the harbor craft, nightly illumination 
of the warships and Japanese fireworks.

GATHER AT WHITEJHOUSE.

Governor* Confer With President on 
Conservation o f Resources.

Washington. May II.—  History will 
be ma«le at this week’s Whit« House 
eonforenee on natural resources. For 
history making conditions are remark 
nhly favorable. Never before has a 
I’resi«ient of the Unite<l Hint«»« con- 
ferrol with all the governors of the 
states. Never before has the White 
House, with its long rpeoril of social 
and state functions sheltere«! a large 
convention calle«! for the consideration 
of a great public issue. An«l never be­
fore has the whole broad question of 
the conservation of this country’s nat 
ural resources been brought before a 
grent deliberate body a« the sole sub­
ject. of its consideration.

The reception accor«l«-d to this project 
indicates that the people of the country 
expect definite results of a far-reaching 
character. After bearing from experts 
ths conditions the country is fneing, the 
members of tho eonf««rence will them- 
s«-lv«si decide whether anything ought 
to lie done, and what. Home have sug- 
-ested the ailvisability of forming a 
great national organization to carry 
forward the plans originate«! in the 
conference. The probability as that, at 
the least, some basis will be lai«l for 
future co-operation between the fed­
eral and state governments in a vigor­
ous policy of conservation, for one of 
the things which will be shown most 
forcibly at the conference is that 
mother the states nor the federal gov­
ernment can make satisfactory headway 
in«lependently.

Serum for Pneumonia.
Brussels, May 11,— Dr. Rertand, of 

Antwerp, claims to have ilisc.overed a 
serum which will cure pneumonia, and 
has «lelivered a lecture on the subject 
to the Medical Society of Antwerp. “ I 
first satisfied myself of the efficacy of 
my serum,”  he says, “ by experiment­
ing on animals. Then trials were made 
this winter in tho Ht. Elizabeth and 
Htuyvenbnrg Hospitals, in Antwerp. 
Several of the patients ha«l pneumonia 
in an advanced stage, and were also 
habitual drunkards.”

THRO’ GOLDEN GATE
Battleship Fleet Completes 

13,000 Mile Cruise.

HILLS BLACK WITH HUMANITY

Practically Every¿First*Clasa Warship 
in American Navy Am:hored 

in Spacious Harbor.

San Francisco, May 7— Through 
(he towering portals of the Golden 
Gate heavy laden with the romance 
of centuries—into thr harbor of the 
city of a hundred hills; into a new 
San Francisco risen from the ruin* «>f 
two year* ago, the Atlantic battleship 
fleet steamed yesterday in review of 
a multitude unnumbered. It was the 
same imposing pageant of immaculate 
white ships that sailed from Hampton 
Roads nearly five months ago in the 
wake of the President's flag, hut with 
the splendid accomplishments of a 
record breaking cruise of more than 
13,000 miles and three weeks of won 
derftil target work behind it

Yesterday the white • anchored, 
four-starred blue flag of thr Secretary 
of thr Navy, flying from the main of 
the trim little gunboat Yorktown, 
fluttered the welcome of the Nation, 
while the Governor of California, the 
Mayor of San Francisco and thr peo­
ple of too or more town* and cities 
voiced the greetings of the enthusi­
astic West.

The exciting thrill of possible ad­
venture lurk ng on the dimly distant 
horizon which marked the departure 
of the fleet fr«>m its Kastern base was 
gone, but there was still the satisfy­
ing sense of preparedness which trav­
els with this *elf-reliant force of fight­
ing vessels and the manifest pride of 
nearly 1,000,000 re*i«ient* of the great 
western country who gazed for the 
first time upon a column of first-class 
battleships.

Once inside the entrance to the 
bay, the heavy vesse’ s of the Kastern 
Coast were joined hy the armored 
cruisers of the entire Pacific fleet, and 
thr Navy of the Nation all save a 
few newly commissioned fir reversed 
ships on thr Atlantic and some pa­
trol boats scattere«! in the Orient— 
joined in a parade, which for im­
pressive beauty an«l strength of fight­
ing timber has never hern equaled. 
Forty-four vessels, ranging from the 
Irt.oon ton Connecticut an«l the Five 
sisters of her class, down to the tiny 
torpedo ho^ts no larger than a rac­
ing launch, passed through the har­
bor to the anchorage south of the 
Market-street ferry terminals, where, 
outlined in the fire of their electric- 
illuminations. they lie in four long 
lines awaiting the review of Secre­
tary Metcalf on Friday morning

The parade and maneuvers of an­
choring occupied fullv four h«mr* of 
time ami gave to the people who 
made Slack the hills of the city, the 
islands of the harbor, housetops and 
mountain heights twenty miles away, 
the most wondrous naval spectacle 
they have ever known For. after alt, 
whatever may hr the elaborate festi­
vals planned ashore in welcome of 
the fieri, the ships themselves, steam­
ing along in varying Lirmations, 
really present the picture that is most 
beautiful to see.

FREIGHT^RATEIWAR.

Harriman Declares lt“Will be'Higher 
Rates or Lowrr|Wnges.

Chicago, May 7.—The rate war 
which is raging between the railroads 
and the shippers promises to be a hit­
ter one.

In Chicago the fight ngeinst the ad­
vance in freight rates will he fought 
principally hy the Chicago Assocta 
tion of Commerce, which represents 
nearly all the commercial interests in 
the city. The organization will hold 
a meeting today to plan opposition 
to the increase in the Fast at «mce, 
and to pave the way for similar action 
when the rates go up all over the 
country.

It is sai<! that Tv IT. Harriman de­
clares it is either a case of boosting 
rates or cutting thr salaries of the 
railroad employes. The railroads fig­
ure that the increase, under the pres­
ent tonnage, will net them $200,000,- 
000.

K T ro o p s  Scare Insurgents.
Lima, May 7.—Closely pursued by 

government troops, the insurgents 
who rose last week at Chosica and 
neighboring towns and who are un­
der the leadership of Dr. Durand, are 
retiring into the interior It is 
rumored here that a revolution is in 
progress in Cuzco, the capital of the 
department of that name, and that the 
insurgents hold the city government 
and have seized the arms an«l ammu­
nition of the rif'e clubs. Cuzco is an 
inland region ea«-t of the Andes, and 
has a population of 30,000.

Departure Is Delayed.
Washington, May 7.— A change in 

the order governing the movement of 
the Pacific fleet, commanded hy 
Rear-Admiral Dayton, was announced 
at the Navy Department yesterday, 
hy the operation of which the vessels 
will remain at San Francisco until 
Mav It, when they will sail for a 
southern cruis«.
