There is need for this law; there is 
need for more of the honest manufac­
turer* to support it, a* Mr Selz lias 
done by welcoming it, and offering to 
make his great factories ttie first to 
be put under the new law; there is 
need for sucli support from the 
»anting public that Oor\s.e*s will 
have to make **• o  oill a law.
