VVc are too great a country to re­
quire of our citizens who are engaged 
in peaceful vocations the sort of mili­
tary cervica to which they are now
r.allad.

We cherish no illusions. Wo know 
that tha recurrence of war is not to ba 
prevented by pious wishes.

Wc denounce all plots and conspira­
cies in the interest of any foreign na­
tion.

Adéquats preparedness is not mili­
tarism.

During this critical period the only 
dr.nger of war hat lain in the weak 
courts of the administration.

Tha nation has no policy of aggres­
sion toward Mexico. Wa have no de- 
siro for any part of hor territory.

We propoee that in the competitive 
etruggle that la about to coma tha 
American workingman shall not suffer.

This representative gathering le a
happy augury. It means the strength 
of reunion. It means that tha party of 
Lincoln is raatorad, alert, effective.

The dealings of the administration 
with Mexico constitute a confused 
chapter of blunders. It It a record 
which cannot be examined without a 
profound eons# of humiliation.

IN PREPAREDNESS THE AD­
MINISTRATION HAS FOL­

LOWED, NOT LED.

In the demand for reasonable 
preparednesa I bo administration 
baa followed, not led. Tlioae 
who demanded more adequate 
forces were first described aa 
‘‘nervous and excited.” Only 
about a year and a half ago we 
were told that the question of 
preparedness was not a pressing 
one: that the country bad Itceii 
misinformed. Later, under the 
pressure of other leadership, this 
attitude was changed. The ad­
ministration. It was said, had 
“ learned something.” and It made 
a belated demand for an In­
creased army. Even then the 
demand wna not prosecuted con­
sistently and the pressure ex­
erted on congress with respect 
to other administrative measures 
was notably absent.

We arc told that the defects re­
vealed by the present mobiliza­
tion are due to the “system." But 
It wns precisely such plain de­
fects that tinder the constant 
warnings of recent years, with 
the whole world Intent on mili­
tary concerns, should have been 
studied and rectified. The ad­
ministration has failed to dis­
charge Its responsibilities. Ap­
parently If Is now seeking to 
meet political exigencies by Its 
naval program. But It has Im 
posed ii|x,n the country an In­
competent naval administration. 
—From Mr. Hughes' Speech of 
Acceptance.
