Johnson'« cartoons are good because 
they are always tru* and always well 
done. This one Is particularly true and 
eicepttonally well done. In a glance 
It tell« a story that every Liberty Bond 
holder ought to heed.

The American buyer of Liberty 
Bond« who let« go of hla bond« for 
fake «took, or even for stock that !• 
not fake. 1« playing Into the hand« of 
wolves. The wolf always get« the bet­
ter of the sheep. ,f be didn't he 
wouldn't have anything to do with the 
sheep.
