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ized they weren't having any 
fun after being dancers ear-
lier in their lives,” Goff said. 
“When they come back, the 
adults are the most tenacious. 
They'll put in more effort 
than even some of the kids 
do.”

Since the relocation oc-
curred in the middle of the 
dance season, other students 
will feel the full effect of si-
multaneous scheduling this 
summer and then in the fall.
