After fi nishing third in the 

Mountain Valley Conference 
standings, the McNary boys 
basketball team had four 
players receive all-league 
recognition.

However, it was McNary 
junior shooting guard Nate 
Meithof that received the 
league’s highest honor.

Meithof was named the 
MVC co-player of the year 
after averaging over 23 
points and 9 rebounds per 
game — both of which were 
the fourth best marks in the 
state. 

Despite being doubled, 
and even tripled teamed in 
most games, Meithof found a 
way to produce on a nightly 
basis and even had fi ve con-
secutive games of over 30 
points.
