ree said. He clarified that all 
of the fireworks were legal in 
Oregon.

Between working as a call 
center rep and being a mem-
ber of various local Facebook 
groups, Peyree has encoun-
tered a lot of people who are 
struggling due to COVID-19. 

“I think now more than 

ever it’s important for hope 
and community to thrive,” he 
said.

Because he has been able 
to work from home, Peyree 
was fortunate enough to have 
extra money to spend on fire-
works. He said this was the first 
year he’d seen empty firework 
stands, which made him think 
people were skipping the fire-
works to make ends meet. 
“There’s no reason for fami-

I have enough to get what 
I need and put on a good 
show,” Peyree said.

He said he was glad he 
got the opportunity to serve 
his community, even if it was 
only a few members.

“This isn’t the time to save 
or prepare, this is the time to 
share, if you have enough to 
share. The only way we’re go-
ing to get through this is if 
we get through this together,” 
Peyree said.
