for them once per week so they 
could work on certain drills 
and improve their technique,” 
Hughes said.

With the Oregon Health 
Authority (OHA) rules on 
masks and social distancing, 
it’s expected that players and 
coaches will be required to 
wear a mask at all times — 
Hughes says that MYF will be 
following the latest guidance 
from OHA.

According to Hughes, the 
main thing MYF is current-
ly trying to do is reserve fi eld 
space. They are attempting to 
use the fi elds at Blanchet High 
School and Amity High School.

“We highly doubt that we 
will be able to use any Sa-
lem-Keizer Public School facil-
ity because of how strict they 
are,” Hughes said.

If their plans to use Blanchet 
and Amity fall through, MYF 
will then attempt to rent areas 
at city parks and little league 
fi elds.

“We’re looking at all pos-
sibilities for fi nding a fi eld,” 
Hughes said.

Registration is currently 
open for McNary Youth Base-
ball’s fall ball season, which 
will begin competition starting 
next month.

Due to the COVID-19 
pandemic, masks, waivers and 
other safety precautions will 
be taken in order to prioritize 
player safety.

Initially, MYB will only be 
able to accept the fi rst 24 regis-
trations at each level  — minors 
(3/4 grade), juniors (5/6 grade) 
and seniors (7/8 grade). A wait-
list will be set up after the max-
imum amount of registrations 
per level is reached — another 
team will be formed if there are 
enough players on the waitlist. 

Players will be using the 
same jerseys and hats that 
they were given in the spring. 

Players not involved with the 
spring program will be re-
quired to pay a non-refundable 
$40 jersey and hat fee — which 
will be due upon registration. 

All players will pay a one-
time $25 equipment fee, in ad-
dition to a per-game fee, which 
will be determined at a later 
date — the per-game fee will 
pay for umpires and fi eld fees. 
If a game is rained out, or if 
health restrictions prohibit play, 
families will not be out any 
money for unplayed games. 

Games will be played on 
Sundays in September and Oc-
tober in either Keizer or Salem 
and game times will vary from 
week to week. A schedule will 
be provided before the start of 
the season.
