WILL ENTER STATE FROM THE

Idaho Side at a Point in the
Vicinity of Jordan
Valley.

A Burns dispateh Lo the Oregon-
inn says that an imporlant move-
mentof the Harriman railroad in-
torests isin progress in the eastern
part of Harney County and across
Malheur to the state line, Crews
of surveyors have been at work for
some time runping s line from
the Idaho border, at Jordun Valley,
practieally  straight weslward
through Barren Valley to Venator
where (he inteotion is to join the
former survey of the Oregon
Eastern made four years ago by tke
Oregon Short Line.

The intention, ns near as can be
ascerlained, is (o enter the stale
from the main line at a point in
the vicinity of Jordan Valley, then
cross the Owyhee River west of
there and proceed on an easy grade

trisngle that would be made by
going around by Ontario and Vale;
then southward slong the coumse
of Bouth Malbeor River; aiso leav-
ing out Malbeur Canyon entirely
with its threstened right-of way
troubles, and making s sawing of
about 100 milee.

working in Barren Valley,in the
vicinity of Cord, and said to have
found an easy grade all the way—
less than 1 per cent—and few
curves. The only costly engineer-
ing feat will be in crossing the
Owyhee River, where a bridge of
100-foot spanand 1200 feet high
st the deepest point, will be re-
quired in order lo keep on the lines
of least resistance so far as the
emtour of the counlry is concerned.

The Place Looks Good
to Strangers.

GREAT POSSIBILITIES HERE

Much Pleased with the Cor-
diality of the People
~May Locate.

Prineville has been chosen as
the objective point of & party of
newcomers who have come over six
thousand miles without a single
break in their journey, altracted
by the wonderful opportunities for
advancement that thiscountry of-
ferr. These perople are the parents
and brother and sisters of J. 8,
Fox. They came siraight irom
Leeds, England, and bhave been in
the country about & week.

Talking to & “Jonrnsl” reporter
recently, Dr. Fox said: *“As one

who has seeo s good deal of differ-
ent parts of the world, and bas
had since childbood some idea of
the greal spucks in the wesi need-
ing to be opened up, which went
into my mind under the name of
territories before they became
slates, I was surprised to find
such beautiful and large cities as
we met with on our way. We
were st Seattle on Sonday evening,
but even at such a time it did ot
seem to give the same pleasant im-
pression as we got at Poriland,
which point we reached early in
the morning, and seems to be re-
markable for its cleanliness ex-
ternally aud I think one might
say o judge from the tcne of the
large number of people with whom
as a etranger I conversed in one
day spent there, that the “Rose
City” exhibits a very fine beauty
and fragrance of mental character.

Certainly I shall never forget the
great kindness almost universally
met with, one might especially
mention the Commercial Club and
the Young Men's Chrietian Associ-
ation,

After thig, it was not surprising
that one’s journey along through
The Dalles, Bigge, and up the
branch line to S8haniko and thence
forward along the old stage road
to Prineville—accompanied, as I
happened to be, by several ganes
of railroad laborers that filled the
train and crowded all the awom-
modation to be had—gave the im-
pression that one was getting be-
yond the confines of civilization to
“the back of beyond and the other
end of nowhere.” One had rather
expected such an experience, but
the surprise came when rounding
the corner of the hill when s sight
ol our goal was reached. There,
in a wide spreading plain, lay the
white dots and two or three up-
ward pointing epires comprising
the capital of Crook county, the
metropolis of Central Oregon.
What a contrast in location, in
gize, and in genera]l attractiveness
to the dusty, untidy straggling
heaps of shacks and rubbish of
which ‘most of the settlements that
we had been passing seemed to be
composed. Here, in & beautiful
oasis, amid the surrounding.oom-
paratively desert hills many square
miles in extent, stood a pateh of
civilizalion, glistening in the pure
sunlight for all the world as
though it had been showered down
upon the center of the plain out of
some gigantic pepper shaker.

A week's experience of Prineville
has but enhanced this first impres-
gion, The simple cordiality of
the people ia like the pure air and
abundant water supply with which
ihe place is naturally endowed;
and I venture to think, though
one's first impressions must not be
taken for more than they are
worth, that as we have found,
almost beyond conlinous civilisa-
tion, & town far surpassing the
settlements on the way, so it is
probable that we have here in
Prineville something 'which has
been developing on it own account

baps in the higher ranges of man's
life—mental and spiritnal thought
and colture,

My being here at all is merely
one evidence of the fact that Prine-

civilized world and great changes
must take place. It makes one
thoughtful for there are possibili-
tiea both of good and evil when
the great development takes place.

Trustees. The results of the mest-
ing are apparent, perhaps chiefly
in the awakened interest.

After Mr. Richardson’s visit, act-
ing upon his suggestions, the board
commenced a campaign to raise s
fund for publicity purposes. With
$6000 as their aim, the board has
already reached a figure close to
the $4000 mark. This fund will
be paid monthly, many of the
fras contributing as high as $25 a
month,
