DRIVES AMERICANS TO CANADA.

As a result of speculation, land
Values hnvo Increased from 100 to
1,000 per cent In different parts of the
United States, Charles V. Spcnro says
In Moody's Magazine. Acrcago that
was unsalablo ten or twelve years ago
at $2 an acre Is now commanding $10
to $15, and Improved farm land has
gone from $50 and $100 an aero to
$200 and S3G0, Fruit lands aro com
mandlng as high as $3,000 and $4,000
an aero. Tho direct effect of land
speculation and inflated vnlues of land
Is emigration. This has assumed sc
rious proportions in the Northwest.
Pioneers and settlers of flvo and ten
years ago have been driven across tha
border Into Canada to land still rea
sonable in prlco and soli virgin In
richness. Last year 00,000 people went
over tho lino. They took an nverngo
of $1,000 with them, This sum of J CO,.

000,000 subtracted from tho wealth of
tho United Stntcs In ono twelve
months' period Is significant. Now cm
Igrntlon Is even heavier than in 1009.
It Is so great, In fact, that It de
ronnds tho services of spcclnl trains
to nccammodnto It. It Is cstlmntcd
thnt 15,000 Amorlcan farmers will this
year abandon tho hlgh-prlcc- In ml3

of tho Mlddlo West and Northwest for
tho reasonable-price- acres of tho Do
minion. With production of American
staplo products not much In excess of
homo consumption and the market de-

creasing, tho loss of this number of
producers is of great conscqucnco to
tho United Btatos.

One Vaughan became drunk and
wended his way homeward at tho
height of inebriety. Arriving thcro ho
pulled his wife out of bed, and admin-
istered corporal and verbal abuso to
her. On the trial Bho was compelled
to testify ngalnst him. Ho was duly
convicted of disturbing his wife's
peace, for which crtmo hd had been in-

dicted. In State v. Vaughnn, 118

Southwestern ltoportor, 1180, tho Kan-
sas City, Court of Appeals, holding tho
wife In'competont as a witness, re-

marked that thero Is no telling, If a
wlfo under such circumstances should
be pormltted to testify, to whoro such
a course would lead. To pormlt tho
more quarrola between husband and
wife to bo used as a basis for a pros-

ecution, under the pretense that the
peaco of tho wlfo had thoroby boen
disturbed, would bo ngalnst public pol-

icy and unnecessary for tho protec-
tion of the wife.

One Insured In a beneficiary associ'
atlon Indicated his purposo to absent
hlmsolf from bis family for a fow
days, but from that tlmo nothing was
heard of him. For two years following
his nbaonce tha premiums wero paid
by his wife. Thereafter an opportunity
presented Itself 'to the wlfo to dispose
of hor real property for which purpose
she secured a divorce that sho might
convey a good title to The realty.
Seven years after the husband's dis-
appearance she Instituted an action
for the Insurance. The association In

slsted that by bringing tbe action for
divorco sno naa expressed nor oenei
that her husband lived, and that after
she had ceased payments on his certifl
cate she was estopped to assert that
he was dead. In Ilutler v. Supremo
Court I. O. F 101 Pacific Reportor,
481, tho Washington Supreme Court
decided that the wlfo was not estopped
to asert her husband's death within
tho two years following his disappear
ance, as the association could not have
been injured by reason of her conduct

The Benevolent and Protective Order
of Elks of the United States of Amen
lea, a corporation composed exclusively
of Caucauslans, prayed for an Injunc
tion to prevent the uso of tho name
"Improved Benevolent and Protective
Order of Elks of the World" by an
other corporation composed of personi
of African descent, and to prevent the
uso of Its badge, emblems, ritual and
passwords. Defendant Insisted that
the rights asserted In the bill wore not
property rights, and that the wrongt
complained of wero not such as a court
of equity would protect by Injunction
In Denevolent k P. O, K. v. Improved
Denevolent R. P, O., 118 Southwest
ern Reporter, 389, the Tennessee fiu
preme Court, considering the factt
that while plaintiff was not engaged In

business for profit, In the senso of com
merce and trade, yet It employed cer
tain business activities for tbe purposi
of maintaining itself and to procure
funds to carry out the purpose ol
maintaining itself, and that tbe namt
it had acquired and appropriated bad!
become very vaiuame in me nature oi
a trade name which had derived great
financial business and social value
granted tho Injunction.

Paeteur'a Tribute to Mater.

Lord Lister, tho discoverer of antl
septic surgery, probably the most
touching was that paid to him by
Pasteur, the famous French scientist
At a meeting of savants In Paris many
years ago Lord Lister was present,
and bis brilliant achievements were
explained to tho audience by Pasteur,
As he progressed In bis speech he
became moro and more emotional, and
at last he was so carried away by
his own eloquence that the tears
stood In his eyes. Finally he stepped
down from tbe platform, took Lord
Lister, who was In tho front row ol
tbe audience, by both hands, ted hl'ra
back on to tho platform aad kissed
hla on both cheeks, after tbe manner
of the French, In full view of the as-
sembly.
