THE LINN CITY CLAIM.

Reminiscences of this Aspiring Village
Before the Flood of 1861-'62

By ax Oun Tivnn.

The west bank of the Willnmoetie
nver opposite Oregon City, known as
the Linn Uity land claim, was taken up
some time in 1840 by Robert Moore,
father of the Inte James M, Moors, Lut
the title 1o the land was not confirmed
until the passage of the donation lund
law introdneed by Hon. Samuel R
Thurston, first delegate tocotugeess from
Oregon, Aome  years  later, It wos
named in honor ol Senutor Linn, of
Missouri,who, in 1840-"41, advocuted the
extension of the laws of the United
Stutes over all territory west of the
Rocky Monntaing and the granting of
cluims to all who would beeome settlvrs
Senator Linn died shortly after and the
maiter wius neglected antil luter,

Moore bLuoilt a small loghouse where
the lock company's building now stunds.
It did not present a very imposing ap:
pearnnce, having neither windows nor
firaplace, He was very well plensed
with it, however, and ealled it Robbin's
Nest.  Linn City was laid ont in town
lots in 1844, by J . W Shively, who died
in Astoria n short time siuce, Al under
the hill from the month of the locks to
the end of the upper lock was laid out
in lots besides two tiers of blucks on the
blull, At the upper end of the place
wits i tanyard, one of the first, il not
the first ever bnilt in Oregon, which
wus cnrried on by Ninevah Ford. A
honge stood at the west end of the sus:
pension bridge that was built in 1845 by
M, W. Mosg, and was ocenpied by Pater
H ., Burneit, who resided there nutil the
discovery of auriferous deposits in Cali-
fornin, Having feaught the gold 1ever,
he emigrated to that siate and wiwer
wards beeame its first goven r.

In 1854, a eomphny conslsting of Page,
Ferguson and others built extensively at
Linn City, barns, floaring and saw mills,
and a large warehouse for the transler
of freight from the lower to the upper
Willamette, and they did a prafitable
business until 1858, when the improye-
ments burned downentirely, 'I‘Im{ werd
supposed to have been sut on Hre by
enemies of the company, The loss was
probably $230,000. Some time previc
ously a steamboat thut was being con-
structed near there, but Lad not been
launched, was also destroyed by fire.
Ex-Senator J. K. Kelly nnd others re-
built the wirehouse and operated it nntil
the freshet of 1801-"62, which carried it
Away. . :
