Portland Once More the Scene
of a Double Tragedy.

CASE OF MURDER AND SUICIDE |

A Well-Known Ulvll Enginoer Shoots
and Kills Mrs, Mabel Calvin aod Him-
welf—They Were People of Splendid
Family Connections.

Porriaxp, Or., Beptember 17.—It waa
about 1:90 o'clock yesterday afternocon
when John W, Stengele, s well-known
young civil engineer, shot and killed
M=, Mabel Calvin of Worcester, Mass.,
who has been visiting with relatives
here, and then, placing the desdly re-
volver to hi# own head, blew out his
braing, The tragedy occurred on the
sidewalk on the south side of Yamhill
street gbout 100 feet west of Thirteenth
street, Three shots were fired in quick
gnecersion, and the man and woman fell
side by side on the pavement. Stengele
died instantly, and his victim gave only
ane or two gasps after the srrival of sev-
eral bystanders who witnessed the shoot-
ing. Unrequited love prownpted the
donble crime. -

The news of the terrible affair crested
intense interest, owing to the splendid
family connections of both the dead and
also their large circle of acquaintances
thronghout the city. Mrs, Calvin was
a danghter of 8. Forehand, President
and principal owner of the Forehand
Arms Company of Worcester, Mass,, who
is reputed to be worth several million
dollars, - She came bere about eighteen
months ago for the purpose of securing &
divorce from her hnsband, and had been
making her home with her relatives Mr.
and Mre. Jewett, at 472 Yamhill street.

Stengele had been in Oregon five vears,
and for some time was employed st his
profession of civil engineering. More
recently he had been working for the
city ns receiving clerk in the work of con-
structing the new water works., He had
exemplary habite, and was well thought
of by a host of acquaintances, and had
friends all over the State, who will think
it incredible that he wonld commit so
foul a erime. His mother iz quite
wealthy, and lives in Chicago.

Vhen midway s British man-of-war,
which wae anchored there, fired a salute
for the Japanese vessels, & very unugual
thing to do in such circumstances. Upon
this all the electric and search lights at
the forte were lighted in an instant, and
soon all the forts were in asetivity, An
exchange of ghots for over an hour fol-
lowed. Seeing that the plan to take the
Chinese by surprise had fallen through
on account of the salnte from the British,
and further firing being of no avail, the
Japaneseretired. Asthe torpedo flotilla
was returning, & Chinese torpedo boat
discharged a torpedo against it, but failed
to do any damage, and for ita trouble was
instantly rewarded by being sunk by a
torpedo discharged from one of the Jap-
anese hoats, The salutes from Lhe Brit-
igh vessels cannot but be rded as a
wignal to make the slumbering Chinese
know of the presence of the Japanese,
a8 it is not customary to fire galutes at
the dead of night.”

THE OPIUM SBMUGGLERS,

How They Evade the Law In Southern
Californin.

Los Axagies, September 17.—A big
gang of opium smugglers was unearthed
to-day by Collector of Port Gaifey, One
hundred and fifty five-tael cans of opium
have been seized and several arrests
mnde, The chief of the gang was Gua
Algren, a restaurant keeper in Banta
Monica, who was arrested this alternoon
and hruu‘ght to this city along with the
opium seized. Steward Smith and a col-
ored boy of the steamer Minneols are
charged with having landed the opinm
at Port Angeles. A man named McClel-
lan, a partner of Algren, is wanted, but
hagnot as yet been captured. It has
been known for some time that s well-
organized gang has been operating in
several places along the const, and Col-
lector Gaffey several weeks ago put Spe-
cial Agents Cornell and Mappa to work
up the case. They discove that the
nmu?llera were dropping the opium
overbosrd from sailing vessels ontside,
encased in black bage, These were sunk
with weiphts, but had ropes atlached
above to buoys.

SUBSOIL PLOWING RESULTS.

Corn on Subsoii-Plowed Ground Seams to

Passess a fipecial Element of Birength
That Will Demonstrate the Value of
Hubsoll Culilvation,

The following letter, giving the results
of experiments with subsoll-plowing,
was recently received by the Becretary
of Agriculture from Peter Youngers, Jr.,
ol Youngers & Co., Geneva, Neb, :

Having practiced subsoil-plowing ex-
tensively on our nursery grounds near
Geneva in growing fruit and ornamental
trees with gratilying results, we con-
cluded to experiment with grain and
vegetables,

The ground was prepared by subsoll-
plowing in the fall of 1862, and the crop
of 1808 consisted of corn and potatoes.
Corn that year being only a very moder-
ate crop in this vicinity (mazimom forty
bushels per acre, and the average not
exceeding twenty bushels), we harvested
a crop of seventy-five bushels per. acre
