LATER NEWS.

Admiral Snmpson's Fleot Oponed Fire
on the Vortlflentionn at San-
tingo de Coba.

Port an Prince, Hayti, June 2.—

composed of 14 warships, of which the
cruiser New York displayed the flag of
Rear-Admiral S8ampson, and o number
of torpedo-boats began a bombardment
with heavy guns of the forts and the
harbor of Santiago de Cuba. The
Ameriean fire wae directed principally
against the forts and the harbor,

The forts of Morro castle, La Socapa
and Punta Gorda saffered especially.

The cannonading wis very persistent
and cannot have failed to be destruc-
tive. It lasted until 8:46 P. M.

The town which is situated near the
inner end of the harbor, escaped dam-
age.

At 8:45 the cannonading diminished.
About 8 o'clock, cannon discharges
were heard at a distance (presumably
at gea), continning for some time, when
the firing ceased completely,

The SBpanish authorities maintain
strict silence a8 to the number of vie-
tims, who were apparently numerous.

A report is current that the Ameri-
can worships also engaged a fleet of
Spanish battleships.

Jacksonville, Fla., is likely to be
muade the base of operations against
Porto Hico. General Lee will open
headqguarters there immediately.

The anti-British demonstrations at
Manila are intensiiying. The queen’s
portraits are ingulted and all foreigners
are preparing to take refuge at Cavite,

The British battleship Renown ro-
ports being chased by an unknown
gteamer while on her way from Ber-
mudn,  The nationality of the pursn-
ing vessol could not be learned,

The secretary of war has authorized
the governor of Nebragka to raise a 1eg-
iment of ionfantry, under the presi-
dent's second call.

She carried 2,400 tons of best Welch
coal from Candiff, presumably for Ad-
miral Cervera's fleet,  The St. Paul
had been lving off Santinge for six
days, and early last Wednesday wmorn.
ing, the hig collier was sighted, mak-
ing at full speed for Santiago harbor,

The St. Paol fired & blank shot, and
the Restormel came to, four miles
from the Santisggo forts. The forts did
not fire on the ¢roiser. A prize crew,
in command of Lieutenant Pattson,
was put on board and dispossessed the
British officers, who made no protest.
Not a line wns fonnd among the ship's
papers relative to the destination or
consignes of the cargo. The Restormel
was headed at onee for Key West.
She was leaking badly when eaptured
and is still in u serions condition,

SCHLEY SAW THENM

Spanish Fleet Secure
in the Santiago
Harbor.

SECURE IN SANTIAGO BAY

Belleves That Cerverm Wil Blow Up
His Ships Hather Than Have Them
Fall Into Our Hands—Invusslon of
Cuba Expected Boun.

Washington. May 81. — At 12:80
o'clock thig morning the navy teparts
ment receivesd a dispateh from Commo-
dore Schley announcing definitely that
he had located Admiral Cervera’s Cape
Vearde squadron in the bay of Santlago
de Cuba. The commodore states that
he has seen and recoguized the vessels
of the Spanish fleat,

While the naval officers have been
moderately certain for several duys
thint Cervera’s squadron is in the har-
bor of Santingo, the official announce-
meant from Commodore Schley was re-
eeived by the officors on duty at the de-
partment with intense satigfaction,
Agsurance is now doubly sare that the
Spanigl flect is bottled up and the cork
i in the bottle,

It is not helieved that Admiral Cer-
vora will attempt to escape from the
preditament in which bke now finds
himself, as snch o course would surely
result in the destruction of his ves-
eels, and the Joss of many lives precious
to Spain.

The suggestion is made, howaever,
that the Spanish may blow up the ships
rather than have them full into the
hands of Rchley, a8 they ocertainly will
if they remain in the harbor.

It would be
impossible, from’ the entrance of the
bay, definitely to ses and recognize the
Spanish vessels, but by effecting u land-
ing at some point on either side of the
entrance, a vantsge polnt coulil be
gamed, from which the entire harbor,
it is believed, eould be examined. In
all probability, Commaodore Sehley, or
one of his trusted officers, hae succeeded
in performing this bazardons andertak-
ing in order to obtain the valuable jn.
formution eontained in his dispateh.

What effect the cortainty that Cer-
vera is practically helpless will have
on the plang with reference to the in-
vagion of Coba can only be conjios
taredl.

SPOILS OF WAR.

Spain Hald to Be Ceding Territory That
Is Not Hers.

Berlin, May 31. — Regarding the
news that Spain has agreed to cede the
Philippines to France, it is said at the
German forcign office that Germany
has information that pour parleurs,
looking to this end, have been proceed-
ing for some time, maioly through
Benor Leon y Castillo, the 8panish am-
bassador at Parls, and that the negotin-
tions have already reached a rather
definite shape,

Germany's answer to this is found in
a semi-offlcial communication, setting
forth that Germany would protest
against the cessation of the Philippine
ielands to France or any other single
power, adding that a cession to the
combined powers of Eorope would be
moss acceptable, It is understood thas
the project had been dropped, at least
for the present.
