But the fall
ures are no evidence that the method
It carried on properly and fn & bds)-
ness-llke manner, would not prove
guccess, Where fallures have oe-
curred It has usually been found that
the persong Interested lacked business
abllity. Some peopls will fall In any-
thing they undertake; they are fail-
ure themselves., However, that la no
proof that the system ls pot a good
one,

The farmers, therefore, by belng
united can be trained on A business
line We do not say that they are,
but that they can be,

But nothing Is at a standstill: either
advancing or receding. And so the
Grange, as {ts history shows, has been l
going forward, and no doubt but whabs
in time will be & cooperative benefit
and consequently a financlal benafit to
the individual,

Is It a
good sense on thelr part? The old
saying that “Farmers never would
hold together" has been true in the
pust; but there (s no reason that It
should mlways be true, If farmers
would look at the matter ln a clear,
senslble way, they would stop cutting
off thelr nose to spite thelr face, and
lahor for their common welfare.

And In social respects the Grange
has and ls fllllng & needed want.
Egpoclally In this state do the rural
people as a whole lack’ soclabllity,
Whether it is through such a greaf
strife for money, ignorance, or such a
diversity of nationalitles, It s an ex
lsting fact.

The Grange, the only farmers' or-
ganization does not receive the sup-
port that It should from the farmers.
But that Is no reason that it should
not. People llving wholly to them-
selves become 'gelfish,  they have not
the regard for otherg' good that they
should. They naturally become dis-
courteous In their manners; and as
& consequence of lving apart from
others, they grow narrow In thelr
opinions, And what better place than
the Grange to prevent such unwhole-
some eonditlons eoming upon ‘them?

Dagonsed was born in Indiaon and

from Danville, 1lL, in 1853 across the
plaing with & uumgany of men, and
women, many of whom hava hecoms
distinguiehed in tho life of this atate.
