An ordinance giving and granting to
the Portland Railway Light aud
Power Company, its successors and
assigns, privileges and rights t
erect, maintain, use and remove
poles, wires, cablos, ducts, appliances,

and apparatus for conducting
and using electricity in, under, up-
on and over certain streets, alleys,
roads, wavs, public parks and public
gronuds of the city of Oregon City,

. iu the county of Clackamas, state of
Oregon, within the limits and boun-- -

darios of said oity, as said oity now
is aud hereafter may be bounded
aud constituted and have its limits.
Oregon City does ordain as follows:
Section 1. That Portland Rail-

way Light and Power Company (a
corporation incorporated, organized
and existing uuder the laws of the
state of Oregon, and having its prin-
cipal office at the city of Portland,
Oregon), its successors and.assigns, be
and they are hereby giveu and grant-
ed tho franchises and right to erect,
