Workers' Pay In England When Board
Was a Shilling a Weak.

There was o thue when o workman
in Englnnd recefved 8 cents a diy ns
fin ordingry wuage, when skilled ar-
tisnns commanded 12 cents o day and
when women worked In the field at
such tusks as reaplog straw, hoeing,
plaoting beans and woshing sheep
for 2 cents n day, and a wise student
of the stblect hig exprissed the oplo-
fon that the Beitlsh workmnon of thnt
day wns better off than he has ever
been gloce then,

Thnt sounds parndoxleal. But the
explanation 18 this: The worlimnn
who sold lls servic for 8
dny could buy good beel or multon for
1% cents a pound. Whent cost him on
the averpge only 18 conts a bushel,
He coild get board for 12 to 10 centa
a week, The pay he wonld roceive for
fiftoen weeks! services would suffice
to purchuge a supply of sultnble food-
stufls, necording to the standnrd of his
time (consisting of wheat, mnlt and
oatmeall, to malntain his family for
an entlre year.

Under these clreumstances 8 conts o
day—incrensed to 12 cents In harvest
time—wos n falr wage, and “tlnes
were good” for the avernge workman,
