recommendation of the president.

All who did so fdenounced slay-
ery a8 bitterly as it had ever been by
the abolitionists of New England &
decade befors. Yaken together these
utrerances showed how carnestly the
northern people ns a whole believed
thas the war was being fought for
the freedom of the salves and for that
alone—a view that hsd certainly not
been voanimons in  the North when
the war began
