nutters Pertaining to the Races for
America's Cup. j

The international yacht races for the
America's cup are now attracting the at- -

tontion of thousands of twople in this!
country and England, who are watching
the results each day with breathless in- -

terest. The America's cup was won by!

the schooner yacht America on August
22nd, ISM, in a race around the hie of

Wight, England. In 1857 the America's
owners presented the cup to the New

York Yacht Club for a pergetual Inter-

national challenge cup; the instrument
conveying the cup to the club was
known as ''The First Deed ol Gift. " In
182 the New Y'ork Yacht Club returned
the cup to George L. Schuyler, the only
survivor of the original donors, that lie
might give it back to the club under new
conditions. Mr. Schuyler made a sec-

ond deed of gift which provided that the
challenging boat should belong to some
recognized foreign yach t club having an
annual regatta over an ocean course, the
competitor to be of not less than 30 nor
more than 300 tons register, and to sail
on its own bottom to the port where the
contest took piace. In September, 1887,

alter the cutter Thistle of the Royal
Clyde Yacht Club was defeated by the
Volunteer, the cup was again returned
to Mr. Schuyler, who restored it to the
club under a third deed of gift, tlm "di-

mension clause" of which requires that
a foreign yacht intending to compete for

the cup shall challenge ten months be-

fore the proposed races, and shall give
with the challenge the length on load
water-lin- beam at load water-lin- ex-

treme beam and draught of water;
these dimensions not to be exceeded.

Great progress has been made in the
construction of yachts during the past
50 years. The Defender was built by a
syndicate of New York yachtsman, viz,

W. K. Vanderbilt, E. I). Morgan and
C. O. Iselin, to defend the America's
cup, was launched at HerrrfsholTs yard,
BriBtol, Rhode Island, July 1st, 1S95.

She is a keel boat, with the principal di-

mensions as follows: Length over all,
120.2 feet; waterline length. 00 feet;
beam, 23.9 feet: draught, IB feet; and
sail area, 10,400 square feet. In con-

struction the boat is a combination of
manganese, bronze and aluminum, and
cost about 1200,000. Her sailing mas-

ter is Captain Hank Huff.

The representative English boat, Val-

kyrie III, which is competing for the
America's cup, was designed by G. L.

Watson for a syndicate of English
yachtsman, Lord Dunraven, Lord Lons-

dale and II. McCalmont, and was
launched May 27th, 18!)5, at Hender-

son's yard, Gourock Bay, Glasgow. She
is of composite build, 90 feet on the wa-

ter line, 129 feet over all, 27 feet beam,
draught 27 feet and sail area 11,MO

square feet. Her skippers are Captains
Cranfield and Sycamore.

This year, says the 8. F. Argonaut,
the syndicate that owns Defender in-

structed Captain Hank Huff, her skip-

per, to see if he could not get an
crew. The captain went to

Deer Island, Me., where the young men
have sailed the rough seas of the rugged
Maine coast from childhood. They are
a hearty race of fishermen and coasters,
and 100 young men at once volunteered
to serve aboard the yacht. From this
number Captain Haff selected his crew
of thirty-thre- The (Scandinavian
crews aboard the other boats, such as
the Jubilee, Colon' and Vigilant, look

with chrngrin on the Ameri-

cans who have supplanted them. But
that is all the more reason why good
American yachtsman hope that De-

It was in 1851 that tl e
schooner yacht America brought back
from Coies the famous cup. Six times
bave they sailed back aerosi) the At-

lantic discomfited- - The first to try to
win the cup from the Americans was the
Cambria, in 1870; the American yacht
Magic heat her. In 1871, Livonia came
ever and was beaten by Sappho. In

the cup, but was defeated by Madeline.
