guished writer once sald that creation
cannot  be understood until  dust
stand ap a living man. The first sen-
tence of the book of Genesia says God
created man out of the dust of the earth
and through that open doorway I look
out into the panorama of life and see all
the beaaties and grandeor of nature.”
Dr. Lamar then went on to deseribe
the materisl out of which God fashioned
bis workmanship, which was given in
his own inimitable way, It was one of
thoss indescribable heart talks, full of
love and pathos, delivered in & manner
that swayed the audience at the will of

the spaaker.

Rev. J, T, Huff waid it biad always
neemed providential to im that be ever
appesred among this people, and related
bow he came amony them as an entire
stranger, the result of correspondence
was recelved most  cordislly by the
chureh snd spent four pleasant, pros
peroid years an pastor, during which
time many secessions were made to  the
chureh membership, The large silver-
leaf poplar trees south of the chuorch
building were planted doriog the first
year of Rev. Hufl's pastorate.

Mra, Amelis Fisher, of Albany, widow
of the late Rev, Ezra Fisher, one of the
ploneer founders of this church, whe
colebrated her @5th birthday last Friday,

The strength of
the nation today lies in the lives and

Harry L,
Boardman of MeMinnville college: The
chureh wostains s vital and positive
relation to edocation. The bulk of
higher edueation today I8 under the di-
rect auspices of the Christian elmrelwl|
of the land. Christian edocation is
boart aducation. Christian edueation
means edoeation with God In it, with
Christ in 1t, with the bible in it, aod not
sectarisniem nor dogma,

Pastor Rugy spoke very encouragingly
and hopefuolly of the outlook for the fu
ture and maid it should be estimated,
first, by what has been done in the past
and the accelerated motion of the pres-
ent day; second, by the preparstory
work that is being done; and, third, by
the mighty power of faith in an omnip-
otent God who is back of the work.
