rinxmx, Deo. 21.-- To The
notice several mistakes in the print in my

last letter to the Enterprise which I wish
to correct. You gave the population of
PiHBuix as 1200 when it should have read
12,000. Also the paper made me say the
productions were alfalfa and cotton, which
should bave read alfalfa and cattle. Since
writing the last letter I have seen consider
able more of th country and am more than
ever convince;! of the superiority of a
country where the Almighty furnishes a
plentiful supply of water, even though he
sometimes overdoes It a little, over a coun
try where a farmer must depend upon some
irrigation company for water, which he
must always pay for at the- rale of from
$1.50 to $2.50 per acre whether he gels half
the water he needs or not. I bave just re-

turned from a 40 mile trip across the
deert, a very enjoyable trip in many

and a very disagreeable one In many
others. There are thousands ol acres of
good land in Arizona covered with sage
brush, now a barren waste with not a spear
of grass growing on it, which only needs
the application of water to make it good
alfalfa or grain land, and in the abundance
ol such land lies the danger to the lands
already lit cultivation. When we take Into
consideration tbe fact that without irriga
lion no crops will grow on this land and
that tbe supply or water taken from the
shallow rivers Is limited, there not being
enough to proierly irrigate the land already
in cultivation, while more laud Is being put
into cultivation all the time, it Is easy to
see tbat it is only a question of time when
all must suffer together from lack of water.
This seems to be the condition wherever
irrigation must be resorted to and it is not
a very pleasant prosiect to induce one to
invest money in such lands.

This whole country has once (nobody
know how long ago) contained afar greater
population than it now supports. There
are large mounds scattered all over the
desert, supposed to be the remains of adobe
dwellings and towns, covered with broken
pottery arrow-head- stone axes and other
stone Implements. There are also remains
of ancient irrigating canals, showing that
the people had attained to a. stats of civil-

ization.
Near the towns where the land is all un-

der cultivation the green alfalfa fields look
very pretty, but the ranches further out on
th desert, sometimes miles apart, are
about as desolate looking places as one can
imagine. About one- - third of them bave no
buildings except a canvass tent, another
third are adobe substitutes for houses and
tbe rest board cabins which In Oregon
would not be a decent stable.

I used to wonder where Jim Russell of
Wilhoit learned to drive his four mule team,
but one sees his exact counterpart every
day coming Into I'liu-nix- , only Instead of
shingles, these will be loaded with crooked
mesquit wood often hauled 20 or 30 miles
over the desert.

I can conceive of no more dreary exist
ence than the lite ol these freighters across
the desert. They each carry a lariie barrel
of water on each side of the wajinn, ride In
a cloud of dust all day, and roll up In a
pair of dirty blankets in the dust and dirt
at night, and all look as if the dust had
been ground into them until one can hard
ly tell a white man from a Mexican. There
is a vast difference between the pleasures of
a camping trip here and in Oregon. There
one finds green grass and pleasant shady
campgrounds, here he must camp rigbtin
the sand and dust without any shade.

The desert is alive with quail, Jackrabblts
and cottontails, but no large game.

I think I shall return to Oregon pretty
well satisfied with the country.
