In all other previous years of
great drought damage there has been
some state or group of states Important
In crop production whose crop was
large enough to partially offset the loss
elsewhere. This year there Is little hope
of such compensation. .

' "One of the smallest corn crops on
record Is offset by the largest wheat
yield ever ktwrvn, and, more striking
yet, those stutes where corn Is the most
complete failure are the ones favored
with the heaviest wheat production."
