Seventeen Radicals Are Held
After Raid of Communist
Party Gathering; Largest
Conspiracy in Years Found.

VIOLENCE ADVOCATED

STATE FEDERAL MEN

William Z. Foster, Leader of
Movement, Arrested; Hunt
For 50 More is Instituted.

CHICAGO. Aug. 23.—In the arrest
of William Z. Foster, head of the
trade union educational league, in Chi-
cago tonight, the seizure of 17 mem-
bers of the communist party of Amer-
ica, an underground revolutionary or-
ganization, and & nation-wide search
for more than 50 other perscns, includ-
ing Rose Pastor Stokes of New York
city, federal and Michigan state an-
thorities announced the breaking up
of one of the greatest radical con-
spiracies of recent years.

The mbjority of those held were
captured in a raid iz the hills of Ber-
rien county, Michigan, 12 miles south
of Benton Harbor, last night. There
the “reds” had assembled for their
annual convention; to a lonely glade
at the bottom of a heavily timbered
valley they had led their delegates
amid the greatesp secrecy.

Pine knots furnished the light. by
which their busiress was transacted;
there they heard the reports of per-
sonal representatives of Lenine and
Trotzky of Russia; there. the federal
officlals aver, plans whereby the ex-
isting railrpad strike was to be used
ag a means of spreading their pro-
gramme pf violence, were discussed.
| For three days federal officials
| watched them, powerless to act, with-
out authority from Washington. Then
came a tip to the radicals. All but
17 disappeared inside of an hour. The
rest were surrounded by 60 deputy
sheriffs, members 0f the Michigan
state constabulary and asents of the
department of justice, and seized.

Foster, one of the escaplng ones,
was trailed to Chicago. He turned up
at his office today.

Mrs. Stokes, whose trail in radical
circles has been blazoned by consid-
erable publicity, was alsg one of the
escaping ones, {ederal officials say.
