MRS. EDDY'S WILL
UPHELD BY COURT

CONCORD, N. H, May 7.—The
clause of the will of Mrs. Mary Baker
G. Eddy, founder of the Christian
Science Church, bequeathing the res-
idue of her estate, valued at $2,000,-
000, to the First Church of Christ,
Scietist, of Boston, creates a “valid

trust,” in the opinion of the Supreme
Court of New Hampshire, announced
today.
