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Indians feel right at home
in 4-2 victory over Astoria

If it was any other team,
you could have called it a
“rare home loss” for the
Astoria Fishermen, Tuesday
night at Ernie Aiken Field.

But the Scappoose Indi-
ans are pretty unique when it
comes to playin’ at Aiken.

“That’s the fourth time in
a row they’ve beat us here,”
said Astoria coach Dave Gas-
ser, following a not-so-rare
win for the Indians at Aiken
Field, 4-2.

“We haven’t beaten them
here since the first year I
came back (April 29,2013, to
be exact). And for whatever
reason, we just don’t score
runs against them.”

Scappoose  won  Tues-
day’s Cowapa League opener
by scoring three runs in the
fourth inning, then relying on
pitcher Gus Nelson to do the
rest.

The senior right-hander
struggled early, but did not
give up a hit after the fourth
inning, while his defense
helped out with a double
play in the third and made
key plays over the final two

innings.
Through the first three
innings,  Astoria  pitcher

Fridtjof Fremstad was per-
fect, retiring nine in a row
with four strikeouts. He fin-
ished with six strikeouts and
no walks, with seven hits
allowed.

The Fishermen gave
Fremstad a 1-0 lead in the
second inning, when Samboy
Tuimato had a leadoff double
to center and scored on a sac-
rifice fly from Trey Hageman.

“We were hitting the ball
and Fritz was just mow-
ing ’em down,” Gasser said.
“And it was just any time
now, we’re going to break the
game open. Then Scappoose
had that one good inning.”
