The people there will help you 
assess the situation and determine what 
actions you can take and the resources 
available in your state.

I hope that man knows that what 
happened to his girlfriend was not his 
fault. If someone is threatening suicide 
if a partner leaves, there are underlying 
mental health problems that need pro-
fessional treatment.

Dear Annie: This is in response 
to “Revs My Engine,” who wrote to 
you regarding the neighbor who takes 
all the parking in an area that could 
accommodate two cars.

If there is actually enough space for 
two cars, your correspondent has the 
option of contacting his city’s respon-
sible department (could be planning or 
traffic or under some other name) and 
request painted striping to delineate 
the parking spots.
