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State legislators 
recall fallen 
Seaside officer

SEASIDE — State lawmak-
ers have voted unanimously to 
recognize and honor Seaside 
Police Sgt. Jason Goodding for 
his service to the state. 

“He fulfilled the vital and 
difficult job of policing with 
passion, dedication and dili-
gence, and was known for his 
immense smile and generous 
nature,” stated state Rep. Deb-
orah Boone said in bringing 
Senate Concurrent Resolution 
6 to the floor in Salem.

“His reputation was stel-
lar,” Boone. “Everyone loved 
him. The kids all loved him. 
I have a granddaughter at the 
high school and she knew him. 
He had everyone’s respect and 
love. It was emotional at all 
levels.”

Goodding, who was shot 
and killed in the line of duty in 
February 2016 while attempt-
ing to make a felony warrant 
arrest on Broadway in Seaside, 
was recognized as “a men-
tor and leader who worked to 
improve the lives of home-
less people in Seaside and who 
was loved and respected by his 
co-workers and the community 
he served.”

Goodding’s parents, Dean 
and Patty Goodding, attended 
the June 13 event, accompa-
nied by state Sen. Betsy John-
son, sponsor of the original 
Senate resolution. The Sen-
ate proclamation passed unan-
imously in March before head-
ing to the House.

In the proclamation, Good-
ding is described by Seaside 
Police Chief Dave Ham as 
representing “the best of what 

anybody’s looking for” as a 
law enforcement officer. 

After his death in the line of 
duty, Goodding was awarded 
the Law Enforcement Medal of 
Ultimate Sacrifice, presented 
to his wife, Amy, and daugh-
ters Joslyn and Jayden at his 
memorial service in Seaside by 
Gov. Kate Brown. 

Memorials in Salem and in 

Washington, D.C., also hon-
ored his memory.

Goodding and other fallen 
officers will also be remem-
bered with highway memo-
rial signs, according to Mary 
Nunnenkamp, chairwoman of 
the Oregon Law Enforcement 
Memorial Fund. 

“We promise to never for-
get,” Nunnenkamp told legis-
lators. “We promise to support 
our survivors for as long as 
they need us. These signs rep-
resent one more way for us to 
keep that promise. These high-
way memorial signs are incred-
ibly important to them.”

The resolution recalled 
Goodding’s “passion, dedica-
tion and diligence” in his role 
as a law enforcement officer. 

“My personal regret is that I 
did not know him,” Boone said 
this week. “Because I certainly 
found out what a wonderful 
person he was after he died. I 
wish I’d known him.”

Lawmakers recognize 
Sgt. Goodding’s sacrifice
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A construction worker fell 
15 feet from the Old Youngs 
Bay Bridge to a concrete pit 
below on Monday, leading to a 
temporary traffic stoppage.

The man was treated for 
chest trauma after falling from 
scaffolding onto the pit just 
before noon, Lewis and Clark 
Fire Chief Jeff Golightly said. 
Emergency personnel stabi-
lized the man and used ropes 
to lower him down to a barge 
on Youngs Bay. The barge then 
took the man to shore, where he 
rode in an ambulance to Astoria 
Regional Airport and was taken 

by Life Flight to a Portland area 
hospital just after 1 p.m.

A man arrested for 
entering a Seaside home 
and assaulting 
another man ear-
lier this month has 
been charged with 
attempted murder. 

Seaside Police 
responded to the 
1200 block of Queen 
Street just before 1 
p.m. June 8. They 
found Roland Louw, 
32, of Montgomery, Texas, 
sitting on the sidewalk. 

He had allegedly broken 
into the home roughly 10 
minutes earlier and wrestled 

with a man, eventually plac-
ing him in a chokehold.

Louw, a transient origi-
nally from South Africa, has 
never met the alleged victim, 

Clatsop County Dis-
trict Attorney Josh 
Marquis said. 

A grand jury 
indicted Louw on 
the attempted mur-
der charge last week 
along with the orig-
inal charges of 
first-degree bur-
glary, second-degree 

assault, first-degree criminal 
mischief and strangulation.

An early resolution con-
ference has been scheduled 
for July.
