Dear Gambling a Friend-
ship: Addiction is an all-con-
suming beast, and I’m sorry 
to hear about what it’s doing 
to your friend. Sadly, he’s 
not alone. The North Amer-

ican Foundation for Gam-
bling Addiction estimates that 
about 10 million people in the 
United States have gambling 
problems. And according to 
the Florida Council on Com-
pulsive Gambling, compulsion 
tends to develop more quickly 
in people who are doing con-
tinual forms of gambling, such 
as online betting.

Before calling it quits, it’s 
worth sitting Roger down for 
a heart-to-heart and express-
ing your concerns. He most 
likely won’t react well — 
so prepare yourself for that. 
But it just might plant a seed 
somewhere in the back of his 
mind telling him that he needs 
help. Whether or not that seed 
grows is up to him, but it’s 
worth trying to plant it. If he 
refuses to get help and you feel 
unhealthy around him, you’re 
not obligated to keep spend-
ing time with him. Your wife 
might encourage his wife to 
check out support groups for 
the loved ones of gambling 
addicts, such as Gam-Anon 
(https://www.gam-anon.org).
