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campus, a previous clearcut 
donated by Weyerhaeuser 
Co. Both school districts 
are creating bond oversight 
committees  to keep track 
of  projects, schedules and 
costs, recommending poten-
tial cutbacks to school board 
members.

Astoria is building its 
new middle school wing 
on the same footprint and 
took borings beforehand to 
ensure soil stability , Hop-
pes said.

Unlike Seaside’s steep 
terrain, Warrenton’s mas-
ter campus site on Dol-
phin Avenue includes min-

imal wetlands and rises 
only 15 feet from its low to 
high point, Jeffery said. The 
school district sent out geo-
technical, habitat, wetland, 
engineering, traffi c and 
other specialists to ensure 
the district knew the costs 
of building .

Escalating costs
 C ontractors and material 

suppliers who survived the 
building bust of the Great 
Recession are now being 
stretched to the limit — and 
naming their own prices — 
in a booming commercial 
construction market.

There are 13 or 14 gen-
eral contracting fi rms in 

the Portland metro region 
big enough to take on new 
school construction of the 
scale Astoria and Warren-
ton are undertaking, Rose 
said. “In the same region, in 
2019, there’s just shy of $1 
billion in school construc-
tion going out to bid, ” he 
said.

Scott Rogers, a senior 
project manager with Wen-
aha Group and an Athe-
na-Weston School Board 
member, said in a recent 
report by the Oregon School 
Boards Association that 
some construction costs 
have more than doubled 
over the past year. A school 
in Umatilla that in 2015 

cost $215 per square foot to 
build had increased to $255 
per square foot in 2017, he 
said, and similar projects 
were already nearing $320 
per square foot.

“It would not surprise me 
to see construction in your 
area somewhere between 
$425 and $450 per square 
foot,” Rose said of Astoria 
and Warrenton’s projects. “I 
think Astoria will be similar. 
They’re not far enough apart 
to be too different.”

The two school dis-
tricts are still hiring proj-
ect managers and architects 
to fi nish design work before 
going out for bids from gen-
eral contractors. Rose rec-

ommends they both go out 
to bid in the fall, after a 
vast majority of the  Port-
land metro bond projects 
bid in the spring, and work 
together to advertise their 
projects to contractors.

“I think they’ll get (in) 
after that glut,” Rose said. 
“What they have to look at 
is the contractors fi nishing 
up work in summer 2019. 
Those are the ones they 
want to target.”

Seaside saved money by 
cutting the  footprint of the 
new campus by 15 percent 
and switching materials. But 
its budget was also helped 
by bond sales coming in  $10 
million more than expected.

Astoria and Warrenton 
will sell  bonds next month. 
Hoppes and Jeffery are also 
hopeful a strong municipal 
bond market will mean they 
get more from a sale than 
voters approved, providing 
more wiggle room.

Hoppes was principal at 
Lewis and Clark Elemen-
tary School in 2000, when 
 voters last approved more 
than $20 million to build a 
new campus, along with a 
new practice gym and other 
improvements at Astoria 
High School.

“That whole bond came 
in on budget, and the entire 
bond did all the projects,” 
he said.

Bond: ‘We want competitive bidding to go on’
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the gas station at 17th Street 
and Marine Drive in 2016. 

“It was kind of slow, but 
all my friends, they asked 
for like 400 tacos for par-
ties, 500 tacos,” he said. 
“And then the hospital … 
they order like 400 tacos, 

600, then I started making 
money. And that’s how I sur-
vived in the fi rst year.”

Vazquez Pelayo built 
up a reputation and over 
the summer opened a sec-
ond food truck, run by his 
cousin, on Anchor Avenue 
in Warrenton.

Meanwhile, his wife, 

Heather Vazquez, worked 
at Casa Del Sol, a popu-
lar restaurant  on the south 
end of Seaside. Originally 
an A&W, the restaurant has 
gone through several itera-
tions, including the regional 
Mexican food chain Muchas 
Gracias until the late 2000s. 
Heather Vazquez has worked 

there since it became Don 
Pedro’s, a short-lived opera-
tion run by her husband and 
a friend.

The family running Casa 
Del Sol  closed up shop ear-
lier this year and returned to 
Mexico.

“It was closed for two 
months,” Heather Vazquez 

said. “A lot of people were 
really said.”

She and her husband, 
already friends with the fam-
ily, reached out about tak-
ing over. Taqueria Pelayos 
opened there last week with 
the same decor, cook, menu 
and Heather Vazquez as a 
familiar face running the 

front counter. “A lot of peo-
ple didn’t even notice the 
change,” she said.

Vazquez Pelayo doesn’t 
see the chain expanding any 
more unless the family starts 
franchising. “If somebody 
wants to use the name and 
open one, we can talk about 
it,” he said.
