Recycling nonprofit opens
new storefront in Wheeler

For nearly 20 years, CARTM Recycling
in Manzanita inspired the community to
reimagine trash by reducing, reusing, recy-
cling and rethinking their waste products.

When its contract to operate the local
transfer station ended, the nonprofit used
