Inally drafted Is H. R, 21,201, but fol
lowing its reference to the house com
mittee some chapges have been sug
gested, and these have been embiodisd
in H, R 22,728, which, It I8 proposed,
shall be substituted for the original
bill when the latter is brought up for
conslderation. The bill as drawn pro.
vides that it shall be unlawful for any
person to lmport or offer for entry Into
the United States any nursery stock
unleas a permit shall bave been 1ssned
therefor by the secretary of agricul
ture and the latter shall be the judge
of severnl conditions under which such
permits shall be granted. The bl
also prohibits the shipment from one
state to another of pursery stock that
has been lmported unless the seoretary
has been notified of the
history of the shipment and the
bas been properly Inspected und I
beled. The bill further empowers the
secretary to restrict the Imporintion
of any plants, fruits, vegetables, roots

bulbs, seeds or other plant prodo --:
pot Included under the term “nursety
stock” whenever he belleves thelr
mission might result In the introdue-
sty
He may also quarantine any state or
district of the United States ln which
plant or Insect pests galned a foothold
Full nuthority 1s given the secretary
to make the regulations necessary to
carry the provisions of the measur

Into effect. For the proper enfor
ment of the bill it provides (:* "n
creation of a federal board of hord
culture, which shall copsist rrf five
members, including representatives
from the bureau of entomology, the
bureau of pinnt industry and the forest
service. Twenty-five thousand dollmrs
is appropriated by the bill to carTy its
provisions Into effect, and It becon
operative oun July 1, 1012, If passed
