The demonstration of the Fruit
Cleaner and Grader at Chris Deth
man's ranch last Friday was a grea
success. A large crowd was present
and all the shipping concerns In the
valley were represented.

This Is the machine invented by O,

K. Porter of The Dalles and Is being
marketed by the Oregon Fruit Clean
lng and Grading Co. of The Dalles, of
which R. II. Weber is one of the prin
cipal stock holders.

The machine works to perfection.
Unlike other graders on the market,
this one has a cleaning machine as
well. The fruit passes along a car
rier belt and Is thoroughly cleaned
by three brushes made of hog bristles.
The hog bristles are used in prefer-
ence to any other to overcome the ac
cumulation of dirt on the end of each
bristle which is Inevitable when any
other bristle is used. This bristle
seems to hold its natural oil and
makes It Impossible for the dirt to
stick to it.

From the cleaner the fruit Is drop
ped, by an ingenious device, one apple
at a time, into a cup, well padded
with felt to avoid bruising. In fact
