GLACIERS FILL GOLDEN POCKETS

Beekers After the Mother Lode 8hould
Prospect Hoth Bides of DMvide.

A sclentific discovery of great liter-
est to geologlista and of practical value
to mining men bhas been made by Pro-
fessor Atwood, of the Unlversity of
Chleago, who, with a party of students,
spent the summer examining the for-
matlons In Ulntah mountalns of Utah.
It clears up the frequent mystery of
the presence of small pockets of gold-
bearing ores far removed from the
main ore body.

Professor Atwood's discovery., In
brief, Is that the water sheds of the
present perlod are not Identleal with
the lce sheds of the glacial epoch and
that occaslonally the great glacler of
10,000 years ago or so moved uphill
with quite as much facllity as It const-
ed down the canyons, earrying with It
over the divides large masses of de-
bris scraped up In Its path, which as
slsted In forming the moraines,

In the vielnity of Mount Whatson,
near the hendwaters of the Weber Riv-
er, are abundant evidences In the shape
of small lakes, mornines, ete., of the
presence of the great glacler at an

earller period One side of the moun-
taln Is barren rock, scraped clean and
grooved by the moving body of Ice.
While examining these grooves Pro-
fessor Atwood discovered that they
run uphill Instend of down. The evl-
dence of this was fragments of rocks
pulverized by the great welght and
strewn along the path. The professor
called his companions and they spent
severnl hours tracing the Indentations
up the mountaln slde. Every step con-
firmed the theory advanced by the In-
structor,

Professor Atwood will publish the
result of his discovery In a sclentifie
Journal. His expianation of the phe-
nomenon s that the glacler, gradually
pushed over the divide, did not meit
where it was, but when It receded was
drawn up the mountaln and back over
the other side of the divide, As It
moved, of course, It plcked up In Ita
path portlons of the ground beneath,
which beeame a part of the moralne,
The discovery may lead to a revolu-
tion In the method of prospecting, The
miver who finds a detached body of
gold-bearing ore will not be content
hereafter with seeking the mother
